DETERMINATION OF GCR 

The Company shall file a Quarterly Report with the Connnission which 
shall contain an updated Gas Cost Recovery Rate (GCR) and shall be filed 
at least thirty (30) days prior to the beginning of each calendar 
quarter. The GCR shall become effective for billing with the final 
meter readings of the first billing cycle of each calendar quarter. 

The gas cost recovery rates are comprised of: 

(1) The expected gas cost component (EGC), on a dollar per Mcf basis, 
which represents the average expected cost of gas supplies and may 
include fixed price, forward price and indexed price purchases. In 
an effort to mitigate price volatility, the Company may contract 
with gas suppliers at fixed prices, at locked-in prices for gas to 
be delivered at future dates (forward price) and at index-based 
prices. These efforts can include the monthly or periodic layering 
of forward purchase volumes to help moderate the volatility of gas 
prices. The Company may consider published futures prices as well 
as price trends and price expectations at the time such decisions 
are made. Depending upon the circumstances, this volume can be up 
to the annual projected system requirements including storage 
needs. 

(2) The supplier refund adjustment (RA), on a dollar per Mcf basis, 
which reflects refunds received from suppliers during the reporting 
period, plus interest at the average 90 day commercial paper rate 
for the calendar quarter. In the event of any large or unusual 
refunds, the Company may apply to the Public Service Commission for 
the right to depart from the refund procedure herein set forth. 

(3) The actual adjustment (AA), on a dollar per Mcf basis, compensates 
for difference between the previous quarter's expected gas cost and 
the actual cost of gas during that quarter. 

(4) The balance adjustment (BA), on a dollar per Mcf basis, which 
compensates for any under or over collections which have occurred 
as a result of prior adjustments.
