If the complainant is not 
satisfied with the utility’s decision, the utility will provide written notice to the complainant of 
hidher right to appeal the utility’s decision by filing a complaint with the Public Service 
Commission. The utility will also provid e customer with the address and telephone number 
of the Public Service Commission. The will keep a record of all written complaints. This 
record will show the name and address of the complainant, the date and nature of the complaint, 
and the adjustment or disposition of the complaint.

4) Misrepresentation. Any misrepresentation in the application or contract as to

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5) Failure to Report Changes. Failure to notify the utility of additions to the 
property or fixtures to be supplied or additional use to be made of water will 
constitute grounds for termination of service.

1. Water meters will be tested before being installed for use by any customer. The water meter 
will be in good working order and adjusted as close to the optimum operating tolerance as 
possible, in accordance with 807 KAR 5:022, Section 8(3)(a), 807 KAR 5:041, Section 
17(l)(a)-(c) and 807 KAR 5:066, Section 15(2)(a)-(b). 

2. The utility may have all or part of its meter testing performed by another utility or agency 
approved by the Public Service Commission. The utility will notify the Public Service 
Commission of the make, type, and serial number of standards used for testing. 

3. The utility cannot place in service any basic measurement standard unless the Public Service 
Commission has approved the calibration. The Public Service Cornmission will be notified 
promptly of the adoption or deletion of any basic standards requiring approval of the 
calibration.

The utility will adopt inspection procedures to assure safe and adequate operation of its 
facilities and compliance with Public Service Commission rules and regulations. These 
procedures will be filed with the Public Service Commission for review. 

Upon receipt of a report of a potentially hazardous condition at any utility facility made by a 
qualified employee, public official, or customer, the utility will inspect all portions of the 
system which are the subjects of the report. 

Appropriate records will be kept by the utility to identi@ the inspection made, deficiencies 
found and action taken to correct the deficiencies. 

Inspections. The utility will make systematic inspections of its system in the manner set out 
below to insure that the Public Service Commission's safety requirements are being met. 
These inspections will be made as often as necessary but not less frequently than is set forth 
below for various classes of facilities and types of inspection. 

The utility will annually inspect all structures pertaining to source of supply for their 
safety and physical and structural integrity, including dams, intakes, and traveling 
screens. The utility will semiannually inspect supply wells, their motors and 
structures, including electric power wiring and controls for proper and safe operation. 

The utility will annually inspect all structures pertaining to purification for their 
safety, physical and structural integrity and for leaks, including sedimentation basins, 
filters, and clear wells; chemical feed equipment; pump 
storage facilities, inclulng electric power wiring and controls; 
valves. 

The utility will monthly inspect construction equipment 
wear, operational hazards, lubrication, and safety features. 
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S, Reporting of Accidents, Property Damage, or Loss of Service. 

1. Within two (2) hours following discovery the utility will notify the Public Service 
Commission by telephone or electronic mail of any utility related accident which results in: 

a) Death; or shock or bum requiring medical treatment at a hospital or similar medical 
facility, or any accident requiring inpatient overnight hospitalization; 

b) Actual or potential property damage of $25,000 or more; or 

c) Loss of service for four (4) or more hours to ten (10) percent or 500 or more of the 
utility's customers, whlchever is less. 

2. A summary written report will be submitted by the utility to the Public Service Commission 
withln seven (7) calendar days of the utility related accident. 

Continuitv of Service. 

1. Emergency interruptions. The utility will make all reasonable efforts to prevent interruptions 
of service and when such interruptions occur will endeavor to reestablish service with the 
shortest possible delay consistent with the safety of its consumers and the general public. If 
an emergency interruption of service affects service to any public fire protection device, the 
utility will immediately notifl the fire chef or other public official respons 
protection. 

2. Scheduled interruptions. If the utility finds it necessary to schedule an interruption of its 
service, it will noti@ all customers to be affected by the interruption, stating the time and 
anticipated duration of the interruption. Whenever possible, scheduled interruptions will be 
made at hours of least inconvenience to customers. If public fire protection is provided by 
mains affected by the interruptions, the utility will noti 
responsible for fire protection of the interruption, stating 
The fire chief or other official responsible for fire prote 
upon restoration of service. 
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3. Record of interruptions. The utility will keep a complete record of all interruptions on its 
entire system. This record will show the cause of interruption, date, time, duration, remedy 
and steps taken to prevent recurrence. 

U. Pressures. 

1. Standard pressure. The utility will maintain a standard pressure in its distribution system at 
locations to be designated as the point or points of "standard pressure." The selection of such 
points will be confined to locations fairly representative of average conditions. In selecting 
points for fixed standard pressure, the utility may divide its distribution system into districts 
if division is necessary due to differences of elevation or loss of pressure because of fi-iction, 
or both, and may either adopt a standard pressure for each division or es 
stzpdard pressure for its distribution system as a whole. In no case 
difference between the highest and lowest pressures in a district for whch a standard has 
been adopted exceed fifty (50), percent of such standard. The utility may, in extenuating 
circumstances, furnish service that not comply with the foregoing specifications if the 
customer is fully advised of the c ons under which av service may be expected. 
The Public Service Commission, upon investigation, may re improvements when it 
appears right and proper that such ades should be made. In no event, however, will the 
pressure at the customer's service under normal conditions fall below thrty- (30) psig 
nor will the static pressure exceed 150 psig.

Records of 
these pressure surveys will be maintained at the utility's office and will be made available to 
the Public Service Commission upon request.

The applicant/customer must fwnish and lay the necessary pipe to make the connection from 
the point of service to the point of usage and be financially responsible for all costs 
associated with the installation and maintenance of hisher service line plumbing, including a 
shut-off valve and one-way check valve, installed on hidher property beginning at the outlet 
side of the water meter. The service line must be kept in good repair and in accordance with 
utility and Public Service Commission rules and regulations. 

The customer must install and maintain hidher portion of the water service line in 
accordance with the rules and regulations of the Kentucky Department of Health. 

A cross-connection of the utility’s system with any other source is strictly prohbited. 

A well that has or is being used on the premises must be inspected by utility personnel to 
verify disconnection and separation.

4. For purposes of fire protection, including any customer’s fire protection system, the utility 
cannot guarantee a water supply at any particular flow rate or pressure. The fire flow may 
vary depending upon other water demands on the system, various water facility limitations, 
or other circumstances. The customer will indemnify and hold harmless the utility and its 
employees fiom and against all claims, damages, losses, and expenses incurred as a result of 
insufficient water supply or deficient system facilities. 

Fire Departments. For the purpose of off-setting fifty percent or more of its operation expenses, 
any fire department not receiving public funds from the Commonwealth of Kentucky, or any 
political subdivision thereof, may withdraw water from the utility’s facilities at no charge, for the 
extinguishing of es or the kaini f firemen. A fire department making such withdrawals 

Fire Hydrants: 

1. In accordance with 807 KAR 5:066 Section 10(2)(b), a new fire hydrant will not be installed 
unless: 

a) A professional engineer with a Kentucky registration has certified that the system can 
provide a minimum fire flow of 250 gallons per minute, and 

b) The system supporting this flow has the capability of providing this flow for a period 
of not less than two (2) hours plus consumption at the maximum daily rate. 

2. The location, installation, and the responsibility for maintenance of fire hydrants, public and 
private fire protection facilities, connecting mains, and their ownership may be subject to 
negotiation between the utility and the applicanucustomer.

Fire Sprinkler Systems. Unless specifically exempted withi Variff, all 
connections to the utility’s system must be metered; one exception b e i w m q r i & l e r  systems, 
subject to utility inspection and approval. A monthly charge will be assessed for each fire 
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sprinkler system. The charge will be approved by the Public Service Commission and included 
in the rates and charges portion of the utility's approved tariff. 

Requirements for New Water Connections. 

1. The water line must be buried in a ditch that is at a minimum of 24 inches in depth. 

2. The water line must be a minimum of 160 psi 

3. A shut-off valve must be installed. 

4. A one-way check valve must be installed. 

5. A pressure regulator may be required as prescribed by the utility. 

6. The water line must be visually inspected by the utility. 

7. If a well is being used, it must be disconnected and the utility must inspect to verify

AE. Water Main Extensions. 

1. Normal extension. An extension of fifty (50) feet or less shall be made by a utility to its 
existing distribution main without charge for a prospective customer who shall apply for and 
contract to use service for one (1) year or more. 

2. Other extensions. 

a) When an extension of the utility's main to serve an applicant or group of applicants 
amounts to more than fifty (50) feet per applicant, the utility may require the total 
cost of the excessive footage over fifty (50) feet per applicanthstomer to be 
deposited with the utility by the applicant or the applicants, based on the average 
estimated cost per foot of the total extension. 

b) When an extension of the utility's main to serve an applicant or group of applicants 
amounts to more than fifty (50) feet per appBtj 
applicant(s) to sign an agreement between the 
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(applicant/customer) that specifically define the responsibilities of each party with 
regards to the extension. 

c) Each customer who paid for service under such extension will be reimbursed under 
the following plan: 

For a period of five (5)  years after construction of the extension, each additional 
customer whose service line is directly connected to the extension installed, and 
not to extensions or laterals therefrom, will be required to contribute to the cost of 
the extension based on a recomputation of both the utility's portion of the total 
cost and the amount contributed by the customers. The utility will refund to those 
customers that have previo contributed to the cost of the extension that 
amount necessary to reduce contribution to the currently calculated amount 
for each customer connected to the extension. All customers directly connected to 
the extension for a five- ( 5 )  year period after it is placed in service must 
contribute equally to the cost of construction of the extension. In addition, each 

must pay the approved tap-on fee applicable at the time of hidher 
n for the meter connection. The tap-on fee will not be considered part of 
able cost of the extension and may be changed during the refund period. 

After the five- ( 5 )  year refund period expires, any additional customer will be 
connected to the extension for the amount of the approved tap-on fee only. After 
the five ( 5 )  year refund period expires, the utility will be required to make refhds 
for an additional five (5 )  year period in accordance with subparagraph 1 of 807 
KAR 5:066 Section 11 (2)(b). 

3. An applicant desiring an extension to proposed real estate subdivision may be required to pay 
the entire cost of the extension. Each year, for a refund period of ten (10) years, the utility 
will refund to the applicant who paid for the extension a sum equal to the cost of fifty (50) 
feet of the extension installed for each new customer connected during the year whose 
service line is directly connected to the extension insta 
extensions or laterals therefrom. Total amount refunded 
the utility.
