RULES AND REGULATIONS 

DEPOSITS 

The Utility may require from any customer or applicant for service a cash 
deposit or other guaranty to secure payment of bills not to exceed two­
twelfths (2/12) of the estimated annual bill of such customer or applicant 
where bills are rendered monthly, or three-twelfths (3/12) of the estimated 
annual bill where bills are rendered bimonthly, or four-twelfths (4/12) of 
the estimated annual bill where bills are rendered quarterly. Interest at the 
rate of six percent (6%) per annum will be paid on deposits so required, 
accruing from the date of deposit. 

DISCONTINUATION OF SERVICE BY UTILITY 

The Utility may refuse or discontinue service to an applicant or customer, 
after proper notice, for failure to comply with its rules and regulations 
or state and municipal rules and regulations, when a customer or applicant 
refuses or neglects to provide reasonable access to the premises. If 
discontinuance is for non-payment of bills, the customer shall be given at 
least forty-eight (48) hours written notice, separate from the original 
bill unless, prior to discontinuance, a residential customer presents 
to the utility a written certificate, signed by a physician, registered nurse, 
or public health officer, that such discontinuance will aggrevate an existing illness 
or infirmity on the affected premises, in which case discontinuance may 
not be effected until the affected resident can make other living 
arrangements or until notification. When a dangerous condition is found 
to exist on the customer's or applicant's premises, the service shall be 
cut off without notice or refused.

WATER SHORTAGE RESPONSE PLAN 

WESTERN FLEMING COUNTY WATER DISTRICT 

Section I. Purpose. The purpose of this Plan is to provide for the 
declaration of official phases of water supply shortages and the 
implementation of voluntary and mandatory water conservation mea­
sures throughout the Western Fleming County Water District in the 
event a shortage is declared. 

Section 2. Definitions. These terms are applicable only for this 
Plan unless specifically noted. 

(a) "Customer" shall mean any person or entity using water 
for any purpose from the Western Fleming County Water 
District water distribution system and for which either 
a regular charge is made or, in the case of bulk sales, 
a cash charge is made at the site of delivery. 

(b) "Raw Water Supplies" shall mean all water potentially 
available to persons in the Western Fleming County 
Water District. 

(c) "treated Water" shall mean water that has been introduced 
by the Western Fleming County Water District into its 
water distribution system, including water offered for 
sale. Uses of treated water are classified as follows: 

Essential Water Uses (Class I) : 

The following uses of water, listed by site or user type, 
are essential . 

Domestic: CANCELLED

(f) "Curtailment" shall mean the reduction in entitlement by 
some percentage to meet anticipated water shortages. 

(g) Water Shortage Response Phases: 

"Advisory" shall mean that conditions exist which indicate the 
potential for serious raw or treated water supply shortages. 

"Alert" shall mean the raw or treated water supplies are below 
seasonal averages, and if they continue to decline, may not 
be adequate to meet normal needs • 

"Emergency" shall mean that raw or treated water supplies 
are below the level necessary to meet normal needs and that 
serious shortages exist in the area . 

"Rationing" shall mean that procedures must be established 
to provide for the equitable distribution of critically­
limited raw or treated water supplies, in order to balance 
demand and limited available supplies, and to assure that 
sufficient water is available to preserve public health and 
safety. 

Section 3.-Applicability. The provisions of this PLan shall apply to 
all retail and wholesale customers of the Western Fleming County Water 
District. When implemented, this Plan becomes Western Fleming County 
Water District's Water Shortage Response Regulation. 

Section 4. Entitlements. Entitlements shall be established for each 
customer by adjusting the b - a-&-:i:-e±em any known change 
in usage pattern.

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Section 5. Determination of Water Shortage. Water supply and usage 
shall be monitored on a continuos basis. Unr~stricted demand shall 
be projected from past records and adjusted for changes such as new 
developments and weather conditions on a regular basis. (Note: a 
sample calculation page is attached as Appendix A to assist in determ­
ining overall water levels. It is impotant that accurate water measure­
ments be used.) Water shortages generally occur for two reasons, a 
reduction in available supplies or a system failure. each of these 
has a distinct influence on the nature and duration of the conservation 
program implemented. Official declaration of a water shortage stage 
and implementation of the measures necessary to curtail water use 
shall be approved by the Commissioners. 

Section 6. Term of Water Shortage Declaration. Any water shortage 
declaration shall remain in effect until water supplies of service 
conditions have returned to normal. A final determination as to term­
inating a water shortage declaration shall be made by the Commissioners 
of Western Fleming County Water District. 

Section 7. Water Shortage Stage, Criteria, Conservation and Curtail­
ment Measures. 

A. Advisory Stage: 

(I) Criteria: A water advisory shall be declared when the amount 
of treated water or raw water available for treatment is pro-
jected to be up to % below demand, or there are periods 
of low water pressure in one or more areas of the distribution 
system due to system failure or inadequacies or the State 
Division of Water issues a Water Shortage Watch which includes 
the areas from which the Western Fleming County Water District 
draws water.

Sect1on 9. Request for Exception. 

(a) Exception to water use restrictions: If compliance with any 
curtailment measure authorized herein would cause a customer 
to bear extraordinary hardship, that individual or entity 
may apply to the Western Fleming County Water District for 
an exception. For these purposes, "extraordinary hardship" 
shall be defined as a condition which may threaten health 
and safety, or cause property or economic losses, each of 
which must be shown to be substantially more severe than 
the sacrifices borne by other users. If extraordinary hard­
ship is found to exist, then an exception shall be granted 
and a written waiver issued to the customer. If an appeal 
is made, water service shall be continued until a decision 
is announced. Any person aggrieved by the decision may file 
a complaint with the Public Service Commission.
