1. (Quality and Quantity) To furnish the Purcha ter specified, during the term of 

this contract 01 any reuewal or exteusion thereof, potable lr y standards of the USEPA 

and Connnonwealth of Kentucky, Uivisiol 

in such quantity as may be requited by the Purchaser not to 4 
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, C. It% iurther mutually agreed betwy?en the Seller and the Purchaser as follows:

1. (Term of Contract) That this contract shall extend for A term of 40 years from the date of the initial 
delivery of any water as shown by the first bill submitted by the Seller lo the I’urchaser and, thereafter may be renewed or 
extended for such term, or terms, as may be agreed upon by the Seller and Purchaser. 

2. (Delivery of Water) ‘flint GO days prior to the estimated date of completion of construction of the 
1:urchaser’s water supply distribution system, the Purchaser will notify the Seller in writing the date for the initial delivery 

Of W~tC21. 

3. (Water for ‘I’esIing) When requested by the Purchaser the Seller will make available to the contractor at the 
point of delivery, 01 other point reasonably close theteto, water Rufficient lot testing, flushing, and trench filling the system 
of the Purchaser during construction, irrespective of whether the metering equipment has been iustalled at that time, at a 

IInt charI;e of $ --------------- which will be paid by the contractor or, on his failure to pay, by the Purchaser. 

I. (Failufe to Deliver) That the Seller will, at all times, operale and maintain its system in an efficient manner 
and will take such action as may be necessary to Iurnisb the J’urchaser with quantities of water re@red by the Purchaser. 
Tcmporn~y of parlial failures to deliver water shall be remrdied with all possible dispatch. In the event of an extended 
shortnge of water, or the supply of water available to the Seller is otherwise diminished over an extended period of time, 
the supply of water to Pu~chaser’s consumers shall be reduced of dimirtish~d in the same ratio or ptoportion as the s:rIlply to 
Seller’s consumers is reduced or diminished, 

5. (Modification of Contract) That the provisions of this contract pertaining to the schedule of rates to be paid by 

the Purchaser for water delivered ate subject to modification at the end of every 1 (one) year period. Any increase or 
decrease in rates shall be based on R den~orrstrnble increase or decrease in the costs of performance hereunder, hut such 
cosls sha.ll not include increased capitalization of tire Sellet’s system. Othet provisions of this contract may be modified or 
alteted by mutual agreement.

G. (Regulatory Agencies) That this contract is subject to such rules, regulations, of laws as may be applicable 
to similar agreements in this State and the Seller and Purchaser will collaborate in obtaining such permits, certificates, or the 
like, as may be required to comply therewith, 

7. (Miscellaneous) That the construction of the waler supply disttibution system by the Purchaser is being financed 
by a lunn Imnde 01 insured by, and/or a grant from, the United States of America, acting through the Farmers Home hdministra- 
lion of 111~’ Uniled States Department of Agticullurc, and the provisions hereof pertaining to the undertakings of the Purchaser 
are conditioned upon the approval, in writing, of the State Director of the Farmers Home Administration. 

8. (Successor to the Purchaser) ‘l‘hat in the event of any ocrzulence rendering the Purchaser incapable of per- 
forming under this cont~acf, any successof of the Purchaser, whether the result of legal process, assignment, or otherwise, 
shall succeed to the rights of the Purchaser hereundet.
