
INDUSTRIAL POWER AGREEMENT

WITH INTERRUPTIBLE SERVICE

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this z+ daY o1 January 202?,

by and between East Kentucky Porver cooperative, lnc., a l(entucky corpotation with its

prirrcipal offices at4TTSlexington Road, Winchester, KY 40391 ("BKPC"); Blue Grass Energy

cooperrtive corpotation, a Kenfucky corporation with its principal offices at 1201 Lexington

Road, Nicholasville, Kentucky 40356 ("Cooperative'); and Essity operations wausau LLC' a

corporation with its principat of'fices at ll50 Indushy Road' Harrodsburg' Kentucky 40330

("Cuslotnef)'

WTTNESSETII:

WHEREAS, EKPC is a Generation and Transrnission cooperative which supplies the

wholcsale enefgy requirernents of l6 Member-owned Distfibution Cooperatives located genetally

in Eastetrr and South Central Kenhrc$' including Cooperative; and

WHEREAS, Coopetative is a rural electric cooperative corporation providing retail

electric ssrvice in Mercer Counfy, Kentucky' and

WHEREAS, cooperatiVe is a member of EKlc and purchases all of its wholesale electric

powefandenergyrequirementsfrorrrEKPCpursuanttoaWholesalePowerContractdated

October l, 1964, and

WHEREAS,Customerhasbeen,andis,amemberofCooperativeandput'chases,or

desires to purchase, retail electric power and energy needs fronr cooperative' ttndet the terrns and

conditions contained hetein, to selve ils Haruodsburg, Ketlhrcky plant (hereinafter refemed to as

its "Plant"), and
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WHEREAS, EKPC fully integrated into the PJM Interconnection, LLC regional

transmission systcm, on June 1,2013;

NOw THEREFORE, in consideratiOn of the mutual promiscs, coveflants, tenns and

conditions contained herein, the parlies agtee as follows:

Term. This Agteement shall become effective upon the approval of the Kentucky Public

Service Commission ("Commission') (the "Effective Daten')' subject to the provisions of

Paragraptr 2? below. This Agreement shall continue in effect for a teun of five (5) years

The power and energy takeir by Customer hetettnder shall be measured by meters and

associated metefing equipment to be, or cause to be, installed, operated and rnaintained by

coopemtive or EKPC at its own respective costs. None of such electric power and enelgy

shall be resold by Ctr.stomer to third parties. The "Conttact Detnand" for service under this
