RULES AND REGULATIONS 

1. · SCOPE - This Schedule of Rules and Regulations is a part of all contracts for receiving 
-electric service from the Cooper-ative and applies to all service received from the 
Cooperative whether the service received is based upon a contract, agreement, signed 
application, or otherwise. No employee or individual director of the Cooperative is 
permitted to make an exception to rates or Rules and Regulations. Rates and rules of 
service may be obtained from the Cooperative's office. 

2. REVISIONS - These Rules and Regulations may be revised, amended, supplemented or 
otherwise changed from time to time without notice. Such changes, when effective, 
shall have the same force and effect as the present Rules and Regulations. The members 
shall be informed of any changes as soon as possible, after adoption by the Board of 
Directors, through the Cooperative's monthly newsletter. 

3. CONSUMER'S RESPONSIBILITY FOR COOPERATIVE'S PROPERTY- All meters, service 
connections, and other equipment furnished by the Cooperative shall be, and remain, 
the property of the Cooperative. The member shall exercise proper care to protect 
the property of the Cooperative on its premises and, in the event of loss or damage to 
the Cooperative's property arising from neglect of member to care for same, the cost 
of necessary repairs or replacements shall be paid by the member. 

4. CONTINUITY OF SERVICE - The Coope ·ve shall use reasonable diligence to provide a 
constant and uninterrupted supply electric power and energy. However, if such supply 
should fail or be interrupted or ecome defective through act of God, or public enemy, 
or by accidents, strikes, lab troubles,;,' or by action of the elements, or inability to 
secure rights-of-way or ot r permits needed, or for any other cause beyond the 
reasonable control of the ooperative, th~-e shall t · le therefor. 

5. RELOCATION OF LINE BY REQUE OF MEMB~COOP. ative's established 
lines shall not be reloc e expense fo~~;ea~d elocating is paid by 
the member, except in i tances w ere it would be to t age of the Cooperative 
to make such relocation.

6. APPLICATION FOR SERVICE - Each prospective member desir#lg electric service shall 

be required to sign the Cooperative's "Application for Membership and I):lectric Service," 
before service is supplied by the Cooperative and prov~de the Cooperative with 
necessary easements or right-of-way permits. .J 

7. MEMBERSHIP FEE - The membership fee as set fort ~ aws,, sha;ll be ten dollars 
(T) ($10. 00) . The membership fee may be refunded, if ills are paid , oi! it may be left 
~ inactive with the Cooperative. It shall be applied against any unpaid bills of the member 
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(I) (C) be applied to each reconnect 

Invoice statement to be issued on or abou 21st of follo ng month covering delinquent 
(T) accounts of disconnected consumers. 

Periodically all unpaid accounts over 90 days delinquent are to be turned over to an 
attorney or competent collecting agency for further proceedings, provided such amount 
exceeds the membership fee. ·· · 

When checks are returned from bank marked "Insufficient Funds" the drawer of 
said check is to be notified by letter and his service placed on the cut-off list 
along with other delinquent accounts and handled in the same manner as outlined 

(D) above. In addition. . . . (Deleted) 

All consumers are to be members of the Cooperative. Cases of failure to pay member­
ship fee shall be treated in the. same manner as outlined above on delinquent accounts. 

When a member-consumer is delinquent , the Cooperative may require an advance 
deposit of an amount equal to the estimated electric bills for two months . In certain 
cases of temporary service, an/ or questionable cases, an advance deposit for two 
months estimated consumption may be charged at the time of initial service connect. 
Such advance payments may be refunded or consumed in electric energy used after 
24 months of prompt payment.
