
INDUSTRIAL POWER AGREEMENT

WITH INTERRUPTIBLE SERVICD

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into this 15-4au' of January, 2023, by and

between East l(entucky Power Cooperative, Inc. (a Kentuoky corpotation with its principal offices

at 4775 Lexington Road, winchester, KY 40391) ("EKPC"), Jackson Energy Cooperative

Corporation, a Kentucky cot'poration with its principal offices at 115 Jackson Energy Lane'

McKee, Kentucky 40447 ('Cooperative"); and DAC, LLC, a Delaware limited liability

corporation with its principal offices at P.o, Box 337, Windham, ME, ("Customet"')'

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, EKPC is a Generation and Transmission Cooperative which supplies the

wholesale energy requirements of 16 Member-owned Distribution Cooperatives located generally

in Eastern and South Central Kentucky, including Cooperative; and

WHEREAS, Cooperative is a rural elecfiic eooperative corporation providing retail

electrio setvice in Jackson County, Kentucky, and

WHEREAS, Cooperative is a membet' of EKPC and purchases the majority of its

wholesale electric power and energy tequirements fi'om EKPC pufsuant to a Wholesale Power

Conlract dated October l, 1964, and

WHEREAS, Customer has been, and is, a member of Cooperative and purchases, ot'

desires to purchase, retail electlic power and energy needs from Cooperative, under the terms and

conditions contained herein, to serve its clover Bottom plant (hereinafter rcfenBd to as its "Planf ),
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WHEREAS, EKPC tirlly integrated into the PJM Interconnection, LLC regional

transmission system, <ln June I , 201 3;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideratiou of the mutual plomises, covenants, terms and

conditions contained herein, the parties agl€e as follows:

1, @. This Agreement shall become effective upon the approval of the Kentucky Public

Service Commission ("Commission") (the "Effective Date"), subject to the provisions of

paragraph 27 below. This Agr.eement shall continue in effect for a term of one (1) year

fi'om said date and shall continue for additional one-yeat terms thereafter'; plovided,

however, that the Agreement may be cancelled afler the initial one-year term by any party

upon givirrg written notice of such termination at least sixty (60) days prior to the desired

termination date.

2. Rates and Clarqrs. Fot billing fi'om EKPC to Cooperative, EKPC will provide

wholesale power and energy to Cooperative fol Customer pursuant to the rates, charges,

and provisions of EKPC's Rate C, and as modified, replaced, or adjusted frorn time to time

and approved by the Commission, where the billing demand shall be as defined in EKPC's

Rate C and Raie D - Inteffuptible Service.

For billing fiom Cooperative to Customot, Cooperative will provide retail powel

and energy to the Customer pulsuant to the rates, charges, and ptovisions of Cooperative's

Rate Schedule 46, agd as modified, replaced, or adjusted fi'om time to time and approved

by the Commission, and the Inteuuptible Setvice Rider.

Billing Demand shall be the Contract Demand as defined in Cooperative's Rate

Schedule 46. The Demand Credit for interruptible service will be applied to all Billing

Demand above the Firm Load level to determine the effective Intenuptible Demand rate,
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Any additional demand billed as a result of the application of the power factor

adjustment, as descrlbed in the applicable EKPC and cooperative tariffs, shall not be

eligible for the interuptible Demand credit and shall be billed at the appropt'iate demand

rate as provided in the applicable tariff'

After one (l) year fi'om the Effective Date, customer may choose any existing tariff

of cooperative that is consistent with this Agreement and for which the customer qualifies'

Such change will require two (2) months' advance written notice to Coopetutive' Customer

agrees that if it ohooses to change to an existing tatiff it will remain on that tariff fot at

least one year, The cooperative and customer may mutually agree to rate changes at any

time, subject to any necessary apprcval of the Commission'

Avail*bititv .f powcr. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, Cooperative shall

make available to Customer, and Customer shall take and purchase from Cooperative, all

of Customer's requirernents for electt'ic power and energy and related sewices for thc

operation of Customer's Plant. The Point of Delivery for power and cnergy made available

hereunder shall be the point at which Custorner's Plant facilities connect to Coopefative's

facilities. The power and energy made available hereunder shall be in the form of 3-phase

alternating current at a frequency of approximately sixty (60) hertz and at a nominal voltage

of 12,4'10 volts at the metering point, This will be a primary metered account and the

customer will own and maintain all infi.astruotule beyond the metering point, including,

but not limited to, transformers and wires. Regulation of voltage shall be within such limits

as prescribed the applicable rules and regulations of the Commission' Maintenance by

Cooperative al Point of Delivery of the above described frequency and voltage within the

above stated limits shall constitute availability of power for the purpose ofthis Agreement'
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The power and energy taken by Customer hercunder, shall be measured by meters and

associated metering equipment to be, or cause to be, installed, operated and maintained by

Cooperative or EKPC at its own respective costs. None of such electric power and energy

shall be resold by Customer to third parties, The "Contract Demand" for service under this

Agreemelt shall be 500 kW, with a monthly energy usage equal to or greater than 400

hours per kW of Contract Demand per month. The maximum demand for the Customer

shall be 6,000 kW. Customer cannot exceed 6,000 kw demand - if thele are plans to exceed

6,000 kw demand then customer must give EKI'C and Cooperative a minirnum of twonty-

four (24) months' advance notice as there will be substation and distribution system

upgrades that will be lequired to be made and paid for by Customer prior to commencing

work. Customer shall have the right to decrease said levels of Contmct Demand in

incrcments not to exceed 1,000 kW, by giving witten notice thifiy (30) days prior to the

date of the desired change, except that Contract Dcmand shall not be reduced below 50p

kW. The power and energy made available to Customer hereunder shall be delivercd,

taken, and paid for subject to the provisions of Paragraph 2 of this Agreement and

Coopetative's Rate Schedule 46, and the Interruptible Service Rider, applioable to demands

in excess of the Firm Load, as approved by the Commission, and as modified from time to

time by appropriate authority, copies of which are attaohed hereto and made a part hereof.

Customer shall comply with all requircments of such tariffs relating to eligibility for

inter.ruptible rates. In the event of any conflict between the provisions of this Agreement

and said tariffs, the latter shall contrCIl,

Intcrruntible $crvicc. In accordanse with Cooperative's Rate Schedule 46 and

Intenuptible Scrvice Rider, service to Customer may be interrupted by approved
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communication medium fi.om EKPC's Market Operations Center (MOC)' Customer

chooses 250 kw of Firm Load with the balance being Intenuptible Demand' Interruptible

Demand shall not be less than 250 kW and not excsed 20,000 kW'

The Customer shall have the fight to request one change in the Firm Load during a

l2-month period. Changes in the Firm Load will become effective on June lsrof a given

year, A rcquest for a change in thE Firm Load shatl be made by giving witten notice to

the Cooperative and EKPC no later than December 31st of the year prior to the year the

change is to be effective. The cooperative and EKPC will review the request, and if

agreed, shall prnvide the Customel with a wlitten acceptance of the requested change in

Firm Load.

a, EKPC Econornic Intarruntions, EKPC may inteffupt Customer to avoid

purchasing enelgy from the PJM Mar*et (an "Economic Intetruption")' EKPC

shall notiS Customer that it is calling for an intetruption and the notice shall be

defined as an Esonomic Interruption and include the number of hours of such

inteffuption, EKPC will endeavor to ptovide as much advance notice of

intenuptions as pmcticable, but the customer will have thirly (30) nrinutes to

reduce its electric power load to the Film l,oad level once notice is sent by EKPC

to customer. customer shall have the opportunity to buy-through any Economic

Interruption and will pay fot such buy-thLrough energy. The rate for buy-through

enetgy shall be EKPC's out-of-pocket cost at the PJM EKPC Zone during the

interruption hours, plus Cooperative's distribution charge. The arnount of buy-

through enelgy billed by the Cooperative to the Customer will be the actual energy

consumed by the Customer above the Firm Load each hour of the Economic
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b.

Intetruption. Interruptible buy{hrough energy shall not include the base energy

charge, a fuel adjustment charge or envitonmental surcharge.

EKPC may offer Customer the ability to secure buytlrough energy

utilizing a day-ahead pricing option. When offered, Customer will be provided

day-ahead information and must follow the instructions given in order to

participate, All metered enefgy above Firm Load dwing the day-ahead interruption

will have the Cooperative distribution charge applied.

EKPC Rsliabllity lnterruntlon. EKPC has the right to call upon a mandatory

load-reducing interruption of Customer's Inteuuptible Demand (a "Reliability

Intenuption") to parlicipate in the PJM Capacity Malket. EKPC shall notifo

Customer that it is calling for an interuuption and the notice shall be deftned as a

Reliability Intenuption. Customer must intemupt its Intenuptible Demand, and the

buy-through enefgy provisions related to an Economic Intenuption are not

available for Reliability Interruptions. For Reliability Intenuptions, the terms and

conditions of PJM's Capacity Program then in place shall apply. The Customer

will have thirty (30) minutes to reduce its load to the Film Load level onoe notioe

is sent by EKPC to Customer.

Once per PJM delivery year (June'May) PJM requires Customer to prove

its ability to interrupt load by having Customet reduce the load to or below the Firm

Load. The Customer must inteffupt load as a result of this rcquirement.

Interruntion Hours nn4 Notice. Customer is contracting for interruptible service

for all demand over the Firm Load as set forth abovg with a total annual

integuption of up to 400 hours. Thc sum of Economic Intenuptions and Reliability

c,
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Inten.uptions shall not exceed 400 hours on an ailrual basis' The annual period

shall start on June 1 and end on May 3l Of the following year. However, during

the initial term of this Agteement, the annual period shall begin with the Effective

Date of the Agreement and end on May 3l of the following year. The total

intenuptible houts during the initial term shall be pro-rated based on actual stafi

date but shall not exceed 400 hours. lnterruptions may occur between 6:00 a'm' to

9:00 p.rn. EPT during the months of November ttuough April and between l0;00

a.m, to 10:00 p.m. EPT during the months of May through october. No interruption

shall last more than twelve (12) hours'

Notification of an intenuption will be pfovided by EKPC to the customer by phone

call or email from EKpC,s MOC to the Customer, The Customer will plovide EKPC with

point of Contact (,,pOC") information for the communication of the notice of intenuption

and be responsible for keeping the POC information cunent, The Customer's POC to

pr.ovide the communication of the notice of inteffuption is as follows:

Resnoneibllitics of Customcr, It is the responsibility of Customer to be sure its phone is

working and that someone is available 24 hours per day, 365 days pel yeff to promptly

respond to the EKPC communication. Customer shall acknowledge to EKPC that they

received notice of a Reliability Intenuption by eithet following the instructions in the

communication message or direotly contacting the EKPC MOC via phone or email prior

to the start of the evcnt. If Customer does not acknowledge the notice of a Reliability

Interruption from EKPC for whatever reason, Customer will be considered as failing to

intemrpt and the failure to intenupt provisions of the Cooperative's Rate Schedule 46 and

Intenuptiblc Service Rider will be invoked.

Neither Cooperative nor EKPC shall be obligated to provide, or be responsible for

providing, pr.otective equipment for Customer's lines, facilitieso and equipment to prctect
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against singte phasing, low voltage, short circuits, ot' any other abnormal system

conditions, but cooperative or EKPC, as the aase may be, may provide such protective

equipment as is reasonably necessary for the protection of its own ptoperty and operations'

The eleotrioal equipment installed by Customer shall be capable of satisfactory

ooordination with any protective equipment installed by Cooperative or EKPC' Any baclc'

up generator installed by Customer may only be used during periods of loss of service from

Cooperative, to power minimum required eguipment during a Reliability Intenuption' or

to powcr minimum rtquired equipment during a PJM perfolmance test as noted in

Pzuagraph 4(b). Running of back-up gencrators for demand peak shaving is prohibited'

continuins Juri$lietion of the comnrission, The rates, terms and conditions of this

Agreement for electric service shall be subject to modification or change by Order of the

Commission, during the initial one-yeaf term and thereafter' The rates plovided

hereinabove shall be adjusted to reflect any Commission approved changes in applicable

tariff rates, including any FAC, Envirorunental Surcharge or changes in the base rates

approved for EKPC and/or Cooperative on or after the Effective Date of this Agreement'

Voltnqe Fluctu*tlon*. Customer and Cooperative shall cooperate to see that Customer's

load is operated in accordance with prudent utility practices, as defined in Paragraph 11

below. customer agrees to operate its Plant anrl facilities to rcduce voltage fluctuations or

harmonic distortions. EKPC may install special meters to Capture load and harmonics'

Cooperative will notiry Customer if its operations cause voltage fluctuations or haffnonic

distortions that rcsult in interference with cooperative's supply of service to other

customers, and will attempt to identi! and help Customer colrect such problems' Any

substantial deviation fiom prudent utility practices that would cause additional voltage

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fluctuations or harmonic distortions requires approval from Cooperative. [f Customer fails

to install and/or to operate the neccssary facilities on its premises to cotrect the voltage

fluctuations or harunonic distortions of its load based on applicable industry and IEEE

standards, or to prevent such voltage fluctuations or harnronic distortions from interfering

with Cooperative's supply of services to other customel's, Cooperative shall have the right

to deny service to Customer.. Any voltage fluctuations or harmonic distortions shall be

corrected within twenty-four (24) hours aftet witten notice from coopetative to customer

stating the voltage fluctuation or harmonic distortion problems,

Customer acknowledges that the energy-intensive nature of its operations are

dissimitar to that of most other mernbers of Cooperative and that any load in excess of the

maximum demand cottld result in damage to Cooperative's distribution system, EKPC's

transmission system and/or the distribution substation, In the event that Customer's usage

exceeds the maximum demand, Custorner shall be liabLe for any damages caused to EKPC

or cooperative irr addition to all tadffed charges for demand exceeding the maximum

demand, Furthermore, EKPC and Cooperative each r€serue the right to de-energize

Customer's Faoility in the event that Customer's load presents a th'reat, in the sole

discretion of EKPC or Cooperative, to their respective systems'

Risht of Acccss. The duly authorized agents and employees of EKPC and/ot Cooperative

shall have free access at all reasonable hout's to the premises of Customer for the putpose

of installing, repairing, inspecting, testing, operating, maintaining, renewing or exchanging

any or all of their equipment which may be located on the premises of Custonier for reading

or testing metefs, or for performing any other work incident to the perfotmance of this

Agreement. Customer shall not unleasonably withhold access from Cooperative and/or

t0
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EKPC to assess equipment or machinery owned by Cooperative or EKPC' The patties

agree to take reasonable steps to protect the property of each other party located on its

prcmises, and to permit no one to inspect or tamper with the wiring and apparatus of the

other party except such other party's agetrts or employees' or persons authorized by law'

It is agreed, however, that no parly assumes the duty of inspecting the wiring or apparatus

of any other party and shatl not be responsible therefor' The employees, agents, and

rcpresentatives of EKPC and cooperative that aocess the customer's facilities slrall abide

by all applicable safety, health and similar rules and requirements plovided by the

Customer"

$ubrtation Facilitics, Upon request, customer, without cost to cooperative or EKPC'

shalt convey to cooperative of to EKPC, as appropriate, a suitably agleed upon site on

Customer's premises for use as a substation facility. Such conveyance shall be in fce

simple with General Warranty or by Substation Easement for so long as the site is used by

cooperative to fumish electrical powel. and energy to customer' At such time as the site

is no longer used by cooperative fbr such purposes, it shall revert to customer

automatioally, withoul the necessity of any action being taken or claim being made by

customer. It is agreed, however, that in the event of such reversion, cooperative' EI(PC

or any successor in interest to them shall have ninety (90) days to l€move any

improvements erected by any of them upon such site. Customer shall also provide

Cooperative and, as appropriate, EKPC, with such easements for any tt'ansmission line as

may be required to connect the service to be provided by Cooperative hcteunder' and shall

take reasonable steps to provide fol the safekeeping of such equipment and facilities and

to prevent the access thereto by unauthorized persons'
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10, Risht of Rcmovnl. Any and all equipment, apparatus, devices, or f'acilities placed or'

installed, or caused to be placed or installed, by either of the parties het'eto on or in the

premises of the other party shall be and rcmain the property of the party owning and

installing such equipment, appzu'atus, devices, or facilities regardless of the ntode or

lnanner of annexation or attachment of real ploperty of the other. Upon the termination of

this Agreernent, or any extension thereof, the owner thereof shall have the right to enter

upon the pr.ernises ofthe other and shatl within a reasonable tirne upon notice and approval

of the other party remove all or any portion of such equipment, apparatus, devices, or

facilities, unless otherwise agreed by the pat'ties at the time of such termination. As a part

of any such removal, the owner shall perform restoration as required for any damage caused

by said removal.

11. Prudent Utilitv Praelice, Each parly shall design, oonstruct and operate its facilities in

accordance with prudent electric utility practice in conformity with generally aocepted

standards for electric utilities in the Commonwealth of Kentucky, including, but not limited

to, the applicable edition of the National Electric Safety Code'

12, Maintenance of Douloment. Each pafiy agrces that it will at all times maintain its lines,

equipment and other facilities up to the Delivery Points in a safe operating condition in

conformity with generally accepted standards for electric utilities in the Commonwealth of

Kentucky, including, but not limited to, the applicable edition of the National Electrical

Safety Code and applicable IEEE standards.

13. Blllins and ?avmcnt.

a, Resular Monlhlv Billins. EKPC shall invoice the Cooperative for all energy,

capacity or other scrvice delivered to the Cooperative in accordance with EKPC's

tariffs. Cooperative will bill Customer each month for the cost of eleotilc power

and energy delivered to customer duling the preceding month. This bill will clearly

state the amount due, the couesponding due date and sufficient infolmation to

demonstrate the manner in which the charges were calculated,

Due Drte. Payment for electric power and energy firrnished hereunder, including

any amounts payable for replacement power of options pufsuant to Paragraph 4

hereinabove, shall be due and payable at the office of cooperative monthly in

accordance with the applicable provisions of cooperative's Rate Schedule 46 and

Inteffuptible selvice Rider. lf customer shall fail to pay any such bill as provided

in said tariffs, cooperative may discontinue delivery of electric power and energy

hereunder ten (10) days following written notice to Customer of its intention to do

so. such discontinuance for non-payment shall ttot in any way affect the

obligations of customer to pay the rninirnum monthly charge provided in the

attached Rate Schedules, All amounts unpaid when due may be subjectto a charge

for late payment, as provided in the applicable Rate Schedules'

Failurc to Tdre PellLcrry. If customer fails to accept all or part of the energy

acquired or generated by EKPC or Cooperative when such pUrchases are made in

performance of their respective obligations under this Agreement, and such failure

is not excused by EKPC's or the Cooperative's failure to perform, then the

Custorner shall pay to the Cooperative, on the date payment would otherwise be

due in respect of the month in which the failure occuned an amount fot such

defieiency equal to the positive difference, if any, obtained by subtracting the

amount for which the energy is actually sold by EKPC or Cooperative to another

c.

buyer ftom the price set forth herein. The invoice for such amount shall include a

written statement explaining in reasonable detail the calculation of such amount

and the effofis made by EKPC and/or Cooperative to matket energy at the best

matket price attainable.

,d. Sccuritv/Denoslt. Customer agrees to provide a surety bond or letter of credit

payable to Cooperative, for the duration of the Agreement. The amount ofpayment

seourity may be changed at the rcquest of Cooperative to match any changes in load

by Customer. Such payment security may be equal to, but shall not exceed two

times the amount of Custorner's average morrthly bill. The payment security shall

be promptly payable to cooperative, upon demand, due to non-payment by

Customer and in accordance with the conditions set forth in subsections (a) and (b)

above.

Mcter Tgting and Billlne Adluetmcnt, EKPC or Customer shall test and calibrate

meters, or cause them to be tested and calibrated, by compatison with accurate standards

at inter.vals of twenty-four (24) months. EKPC or Custorner shall also make, or cause to

be made, special meter tests at any time during normal business hours at Customer's

request, The costs of atl tests shall be borne or provided for by Cooperative, provided'

however, that if any special metet tEst made by Customer's request shall disclose that the

meters are recording accurately Customer shall reimburse Cooperative for the cost of such

test. Meters registering not more than two (2) percent above or below normal shall be

deemed to be accumte, The readings of any meter which shall have been disclosed by test

to be inaccurate (as defined above) shall be conected for the period during whioh meter

elor is known to have existed, or if not known, for one-half the elapsed time since the last
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such test in accordance with the percentage of inaccuracy found by such test' lf any meter

shall fail to register for any period, the parties shall agree as to the amount of kw Demand

and energy furnished during such period. such estimates shall bs based on customer's

operating records fot the period in question' historical load rccords and other pertinent data

and records, and cooperative shall render a bill to customer therefole' Meter calibration

records will be provided by the cooperative upon lequest from the customer'

15. Mcmbershinlcnnital crcdits. cooperative is a non-profit Kentucky corporation and

customerwill benefit from any savings or rcductions in cost-of-service in the same mannel

as any comparable custorner as authorized by Kentuoky law, and by cooperative's Articles

of Incorporation and Bylaws; provided, however, cooperative's Board of Direotors may

defer retircment of so much of the capital credited to patrons fol any year which reflects

capital credited to cooperative by EKPC until EKPG shall have retired such capital

credited to Cooperative. Customer shall parlicipate in capital credits of Cooperative in

accordance with Kentucky law and Cooperative's Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws'

16. Events of Dcfault. An "Event of Default" shali mean' with respect to a party (a

"Defaulting PadY'), the occunence of any of the following:

a. the failute 1o make, when due, any payment reguired pursuant to this Agreernent if

suoh failure is not rcmedied within twenty (20) Business Days after written notice;

b. any rEpl€sentation or warranty made by such party herein is false or misleading in

any material lsspect when made ot when deemed made or repeated and written

notice is given to that party by another pafty;

c. the failure to perform any material covenant or obligation set fofih in this

Agreement (exceptto the extont constituting a separate Event of Default, and except
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17.

for such pany's obligations to receive enefgy, the exclusive remedy for which is

provided in paragraph 13,c. above) if such failure is either not remedied within

twenty (20) business days after written notice or teasonable steps have not been

taken, and continuc to be taken, to rcmedy such failure as soon as practical;

d, such party becomes bankruPt; or

e. such party consolidates or amalgamates with, ol'merges with or into, or transfers

all or substantially all of its assets to, another entity and, at the time of such

consolidation, amalgamation, merger or transfer, the resulting, surviving or

transferee entity fails to sssume all the obligations of such party under this

Agreement to which it or its predecessor was a party by operation of law or pursuant

to an agreement reasonably satisfactory to the othel party. Notwithstanding this

provision, the parties agree that Customer shall not be in default if it is merged or

consolidated with or acquired by an entity or entities in which conhol or majority

interest remains in an affiliate, parent, or subsidiary of customer,

Tcrminalion for an Event of Default, If an Event of Default with respect to a Defaulting

party shall have occuned and be continuirrg and notice has been given in accordance with

paragraph 22 andany cure period(s) required in this Agreement have tun, any other pafty

(the ,Non-Defautting Party") shall have the right to: (i) designate a day, no earlier than the

day such notice is effective and no later than ten (10) days after such notice is effective' as

an ear.ly termination date ("Early Termination Date") to accelerate all amounts owing

between the parties; (ii) wittrtrold any payments due to the Defaulting Party under this

Agreement; and (iii) suspend performance. The Non-Defaulting Pafty shall calculate, in a

commercially reasonable manner and considering the full period of non-performance from

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t1e Early Teryninatiol Date through the date of the expiration of the Agteement's Initial
