SCHEDULE I - FARM AND HOME T-0-D 
EXPERIMENTAL RESIDENTIAL SERVICE - TIME OF DAY 

Availability of Service- Available for a period limited to two (2) yearsas 
an experimental tariff to consumers eligible for Tariff Farm and Horne. Tariff 
Farm and Horne T-0-D is for the purpose of conducting a time-of-day rate 
experiment designed to provide data to evaluate the cost and benefits of time­
of-day pricing and its effect on the use of electricity by residential 
consumers in the Cooperative's service area. Consumers who will be eligible 
for this tariff will be selected by the Cooperative and will agree voluntarily 
to participate in the Cooperative's residential time-of-day rate experiment. 

This tariff is limited to the consumers selected by the Cooperative 
and will require the installation of a special meter capable of 
registering the on-peak kilowatt hours. 

This tariff is available for single-phase service only.

SCHEDULE I - FARM AND HOME T-0-D (Continued) 

TIME OF DAY PERIODS - Winter Schedule 

For the purpose of this tariff, the on -peak billing period during the months 
of October, November, December, January, February, March and April is defined 
as 7AM to 12 Noon and from 5PM to lOPM local time, for all days of the week, 
including Saturday, Sunday and Holidays. The off-peak billing period is 
defined as lOPM to 7AM and from 12 Noon to 5PM local time, for all days of the 
week, including Saturday, Sunday and Holidays. 

TIME OF DAY PERIODS - Summer Schedule 

For the purpose of this tariff, the on-peak billinq period for the months of 
May, June, July, August and September is defined as lOAM to lOPM local time for 
all days of the week, including Saturday, Sunday and Holidays. The off-peak 
billing period is defined as lOPM to lOAM local time, for all days of the week, 
including Saturday, Sunday and Holidays. 

41tuEL ADJUSTMENT CLAUSE 

The monthly kilowatt hour usage shall be subject to plus or minus an adjustment 
per kWh determined in accordance with the "Fuel Adjustment Clause". 

TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

The above rates are net, the gross being ten percent higher. In the event the 
current monthly bill is not paid within fifteen (15} days from the date bill 
was rendered, the gross charge shall apply. 

This tariff is subject to the Energy Emergency Control Program as filed with 
the Kentucky Energy Regulatory Commission (now the Public Service Commission) 
on February 23, 1981, in Administrative Case No. 240, and as approved by the 
Commission Order of March 31, 1981.
