F. Special Provisions -Delivery Point- if service is to be furnished at secondary voltage, the delivery point shall 
be the metering point unless otherwise specified in contract for service. All wiring, pole lines and other electric 
equipment on the load side of the delivery point shall be owned and maintained by the consumer. If the service 
is furnished at seller's primary line voltage, the delivery point shall be the point of attachment of sellers' 
primary line to consumer's transformer structure unless other electric equipment (except metering equipment) 
on the load side of the delivery point shall be owned and maintained by the consumer. 

Primarv Service- if service is furnished at primary distribution voltage, a discount of five percent (5%) shall 
apply to the energy charges. The seller shall have the option of metering at secondary voltage. 

G. Terms of Payment- the above rates are net, the gross being five percent (5%) higher. In the event the current 
monthly bill is not paid within fifteen days from the date the bill was rendered, the prompt payment discount 
will be forfeited and the gross amount shall apply. 

The monthly kilowatt hour usage shall be subject to plus or minus an adjustment per kWh determined in accordance 
with the Fuel Adjustment Clause.
