Billings under 
the above rate will be adjusted for consumers with 100 KVA or more of required transformer 
capacity to correct for average power factors lower than 85% 0 and may be so adjust ed f or 
other consumers if and when the Seller deems necessary. Such adjustments will be made by 
~increasing tbe monthly bill 1~ for each 1~ by which the average power factor is less than 
W'S'£ lagging. 

Puel Cost Adjustaent Charger 

In ease the rate under which Seller purchases power at wholesale is adjusted in accordanc~ 
with a fuel cost adjustment provision in Seller 0s wholesale power contaact~ the f oregoing 
energy charges shall be adjusted each aonth by tbe same amount per KWH as the fue l cost 
adjustment per IWH in Seller 0 s wholesale power bill for the next preceding month.

The alaiaum annual charge shall be sufficient to assure adequate compensation f or 
the facUlties required to serve tbe consumer o and in no event shall it be less than 
$1s.oo per IVA of required transformer capacity, or $3000 whichever is greater.
