ORDINANCE NO. & _ 5. 77

Contracting with The Union Light, Heat and Power
Company for lighting by électricity the streets
and other public ways of the City of Ft. Thomas,
Campbell County, Kentucky,for a period of three (3)
years and fixing the price thereof.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FT. THOMAS,
CAMPBELL COUNTY, KENTUCKY:

For a term of three (3) years from and after the effective
date of this ordinance, The Union Light, Heat and Power Company,
(herein called "Company"), its successors and/or assigns,_agrees
to furnish, own, maintain, and operate a street lighting system in

the City of Ft. Thomas, Campbell County, Kentucky,
.(heraiﬂ éalled-"Muhicipaiity"i, and té suﬁply electricity therefor,
for which the Municipality agrees to pay the Company in accordance

with the following terms, conditions, and rates:

Section I
Attached as Exhibit A is a list setting forth the type
of street lighting units now existing in the Municipality,
the nﬁmber of each of such type units, the rating of each
of such type ﬁnits and the price per month per street
lighting unit which the Municipality shall pay the

Company during the three year term of this contract.

Section II

(a) After the effective date of this Ordinance the Municipality,

upon proper authorization and its written request to the

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Company, may request the installation of any type of
street iighfing unit described in Exhibit B and shall

pay therefor the price per month per street lighting

unit set forth in Exhibit B, In the event that the
Municipality requires the installation of a unit at a
location‘which requires the extension of the Company's
distribution syétem, the Muﬁicipality shall, in addition
to the monthly charge made in accordance with Exhibit B,
pay to the Company on a time and material basis,
including overhead charges, the cost of the facilities
necessary to construct the extension, unless in the.
judgment of the Company's Management no chafges should

be made. - | | |
Installation of street lighting units will be predicated
on the ability of the Company to obfain, without cost of
ifself or the paymenf or considefétidn, all easements and
rights-of-way which, in the opinion of the Company, are
necessary for the construction, maintenance and operation
of the street lights, standards, anchors and/or service
wires. If such easements and rights-of-way cannot bz so
obtained, the Company's Management shall have no obligation

hereunder to install such units.

Section III

Should the Munieipality order any street lighting to be
relocated, replaced with another type of unit with the

same or less rated lumen output, or removed, the
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Municipality shall pay to the Company the sacrifice
value of the unit removed less the salvage vaiue of

the unit removed plus the labor or removel, including
overhead charges, unless in the judgment of the Company's
Management no charges should be made.

(b) In the execution of this contract; it is understood
between the parties hereto that the time within which
the Combany will be able to commence or to complete
the services to be performed hereunder 1s dependent
upon the Company being able to secure the material
with which to perform said service and that the Company
shall not be responsible for failure to fulfill this
céhtract'fdr such reason. |

_(c) " All street lighting units will burn from dusk to dawn,
approximately 4,160 hours per annum.

(d) The Muniecipality shall notify the Company of any
inoperative unit. The Company shall have a reasonable
time (not to excéed twenty-four (24) hours) to restore
operation, If repairs are not made within the time as
above specified, deductions may be made for the full
time of the outége. This contract shall not be construed
as impoéing upon either the Company or the Municipality
responsibility for damage caused.by an inoperative unit.

(e) Lamps and reflectors shall be kept in good operating
condition by and at the expense of the Company. In the
case of vandalism, the Company will repair the damaged
property and the Municipality shall pay for such repair,

on a time and material basis, including overhead charges,
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unless in the judgment of the Company's Management ﬁo
charges should be made.

(f) Payments for street lighting bills shall be made at the
end of each month and all street lighting bills shall
bear interest at the rate of eight percent (8%) per
annum after thirty (30) days from date thereof until
paid.

(g) The Municipality agrees to make a sufficient appropriation
annuaily to pay the cost of street lighting and if
necessary, to levy a tax to meet such expenses, in the

same manner that it levies taxes for other expenses.

Sectioh IV

This Ordinance shall, upon acceptance in writing by the
Company, filed with the Clerk of the Council 4 take efféct
and be in force from and after the earliest'period allowed by law

and shall then become a valid and binding contract by and between

the Municipality and the Company, its successors and/or assigns.
