5. The customer has had the inverter settings inspected by the company, i the generator is a 
static inverter-connected generator with an alternating current capacit in excess of 1 0 
kilowatts. The Company may impose a fee on the customer of no more than $50 for such 
inspection. 

6. For non-static inverter-connected generators, the customer has interconn cted according to 
the Company's interconnection guidelines and the Company has insp !Lpr:oteio. ~· ~e--t-, 
equipment settings. The Company may impose a fee on the customer o no(!l] • 'A= ~ DE 
for such inspection.
