On December 11, 1986, the Public Service CoUllllission of 
Kentucky established a case (9781) for the purpose of determining 
the effects of the Tax Reform Act of 1986 on the rates of 
Louisville Gas and Electric Company. 

The Commission issued its Order in Case No. 9781 on June 11, 
1987, prescribing a reduction of rates for electric service. The 
reduced rates are effective July 2, 1987, and are set forth below: 

Demand Charge 
$10.92 per Kw of billing demand per month 

Energy Charge 
2.038¢ per Kwh
