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SCHEDULE 8 - SEASONAL TIME OF DAY
APPLICABLE: Entire service area where three phase service is available.

AVAILABILITY: Available to all commercial and industrial Members whose kilowatt demand shall exceed 500
kw for lighting and/or heating and/or power, and whose demand charges will track the wholesale power suppliers.

TYPE OF SERVICE: Three phase 60 hertz voltages as agreed to in the five (5) year Contract for Service.
*RATES PER MONTH:
Demand Charge: $8.93 per kilowatt of billing demand per month

Energy Charge: All KWH at $0.05638 net per KWH

MINIMUM MONTHLY CHARGE: The computed minimum monthly charge shall be as specified in the Contract
for service.

DETERMINATION OF BILLING DEMAND: The billing demand shall be the maximum kilowatt demand

established by the Member for any fifteen (15) minutes interval (adjusted for power factor) in the below listed
hours for each month.

MONTHS E.S.T. HOURS APPLICABLE FOR DEMAND BILLING
October thru April 7:00 a.m. E.S.T. to 12 Noon E.S.T.
5:00 p.m. E.S.T. to 10:00 p.m. E.S.T.
May thru September 10:00 a.m. E.S.T. to 10:00 p.m. E.S.T.

Demands outside of the above hours will be disregarded for billing purposes.

POWER FACTOR ADJUSTMENT: The member agrees to maintain unity power factor as nearly as practicable.
Power factor may be measured at any time. Should such measurements indicate that the power factor at the time
of his maximum demand is less than 90%, the demand for billing purposes shall be the demand as indicated or
recorded by the demand meter multiplied by 90% and divided by the percent power factor.
