SERVICE CONNECTION

The ·Cooperative shall furnish withou t charge a service drop 
to the nearest p oin t · c l oses t to the e xisting line . When the 
consumers outlet is inaccessable, or the co ns umer desires that 
the service outlet be in a l ocation other than the closest 
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to the Cooperatives lines t he cost of such special cons tructi on 
shall be borne by the consumer. The distance from c loses t lines 
to nearest point of attachment shall then be substracted from 
the special constructi on distance, and the consumer shall pay 
for the . difference. This applies to both overhead and under­
gro~nd services . . Approval shall be obtained from the Coopera­
tive as t o the proper location. 

C. METERS 

METER TEST 

All new meters shal.l be checked for accurac y before installation. 
The Cooperative will, at its own e xpense, make periodical test 
and inspections of . its meters in o r der to maintain a high standard 
of accuracy and to conf orm wi.th the regulations of the Public 
Seryice Commission. 

The Cooperative will make ~dditional test of meters at the 
request of the memberand upon an advance payment of a five 
($5.00) d o llar fee. · when the test shows the meter to be in 
<:;;xcess of 2% fast, an adjus tment shall be made to the member s 
bill by recalculating the mo nthly bills f or that period of 
time t hat it is known to be fast. In the event the period of 
time is n o t known, then a period e qual to one half (l/2) of 
the elapsed time sin ce the last previous test but in no case 
to e x ceed twelve (12) months, except that if time for the 
periodic test has over run, then the time of over run s hall 

· be added t o the amount unless it c an be shown that the failure 
to make the periodic test was due to cause beyond the control 
of the Coo perative. The cos t of testing the meter found to be 
inaccurate will . be born'e by the Co~· - · 'Ve -·nd ~h five ($5.00) 
d o llar fee paid by the member wil e:tl;J.n_g.e!c{.

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FAILURE OF YlliTER TO REGISTER 

In the event a member's meter should fail to register, 
the member shall be billed from the date of such failure 
at the average consumption of the member based on the 
three (3) month periodimmediately preceding the failure.

ISSUED BY 

Each member receiving service will be required to supply 
the Cooperative with reading of e a ch meter on the form 
as furnished by the Cooperative on such date · d~signated 
by the Cooperative. Upori failure by the member to supply 
the Cooperative with such meter reading for three (3) 
consecutiv~ m~ter reading dates the Cooperative will act 
by having its representative read the member's meter, and 
a service charge of five ($5.00) dollars ~ill be made for 
the extra service rendered. The service charge will be 
made to the member's account and will be due and payable 
upon notice of said charge. In the event that an error 
in meter reading should be made or member fails to send 
in meter readi·ng card ·, the member shall pay for that 
month either the minimum bill for the service which he 
receives, or if he should be a larger user, he shall pay 
an amount approximately equal to his average bill, then 
the following month his bill shall 'be computed on the 
regular schedule prorated for two months and the amount 
paiq shall be credited. 

BILLING 

Members will receive statements for electric service on or 
about the first of each month for service rendered for a 
thirty day period ending the lst day of the preceding month.

UNPAID CHECKS FROM CONSUMERS 

When a c,heck received in payment of a co nsumers account is 
returned unpaid by the bank for. any reason, the Cooperative 
will notify such consumer by letter stating the amount of 
che c k and reason for its return. Returned c hecks will then 
be considered the same as a delinquent account, and if pay­
ment in full is not received for check within five (5) days 
after notice, service to the consumer will be discontinued,
