The "Gas Supply Cost Component" as shown above is the cost per 100 cubic feet determined 
in accordance with the Gas Supply Clause set forth on Sheet No. 85 of  this Tarif f . The 
Performance-Based Ratemaking Mechanism, set forth on Sheet No. 87, is included as a 
component of the Gas Supply Clause as shown on Sheet No. 85 of this Tariff.                                                            

 
 Of f -Peak Pricing Provision: 

The Distribution Charge applicable to monthly usage in excess of 100,000 cubic feet shall be 
reduced by $0.05 per 100 cubic feet during the seven of f-peak billing periods of April through 
October. The f irst 100,000 cubic feet per month during such period shall be billed at the rate set 
forth above.
