RECITALS

The purchaser desires to pmchase additional water hm the Seller to serve the city of Frenchburg, 
Kentucky on an emergency basis; and 

It is in the interest of both the Seller and the purchaser toenterintotbisAgreement: 

Therefbre, it is agreed by the Seller and Purchaser that in consideratiou of the following mumal 
promises and conditions:

Seller sbdl tish to Purchaser at the points of delivery, during the term of this 
Agz-eement or any renewal or extension, potable &IX& water meeting applicable purity 
standards of Ioczd, state, and federal regulatory agencies for resale to Frenchburg,, 
Kentucky on a temporary basis. 

The Purchaser’s maximum purchase of water for resale to Frenchburg shall not exceed 
30,000 gdlons per day above Purchaser’s cum3nt total contract maximum daily purchases 
from Seller as set forth in its txkting water supply agreements. Any addkionai pure* 
of water by Purchaser for resale to out-of-county users shall be subject to approval by ‘. 
Seller. 

IfPurchaser exceeds the maximum purchase limits, the Seller may restrict deliveries to 
the maximum purchases allowed. 

If Se&r must curtail or limit water sales or usage to auy of its customers, the sales 
vohmes under this Agreement shall be subject to the same CuRailment terms. 

Ifthe ability of the Seller to supply water to the purchaser is disrupted by fbrces of nature 
or other mm beyond Seller’s controi, the volume of water supplied under this 
Agreement may be limited until Seller is capable of resuming deliveries of water. Seller 
shall make its best ef.Exts to resume service a&r the interruption, but shall have no 
liability to Purchaser for any damages or other losses that Gq$&@&q#&f&~~,ON 
from the interruption of service.

3. Metering Equipment

not more than two percent (2%) above or beiow the test result shall be deemed to be 
alxume. 

b. The previous readings of any meter disclosed by testing to be inaccurate shaLl be 
corrected for the six months previous to such testing in accordance with the percentage of 
inaccuracy found by such testing. If any meter &Is to register for any period, the amount 
of water fkmished during such period shall be deemed to be the amouxx~ of water 
delivered in the corresponding period immediately prior to E&n-e, unless Seller and 
purchaser agree upon a difkent amount. 

c. The metering equipment shall be read on the day of the month. A designated 
official of the Purchaser at ail reasonable times shall have access to the meter for the purpose 
of verifying its readings. . . 

4. Billiig Period 

a Se&x shall fiunish to Purchaser at the above address not laxer than the day of each 
month with an itemized statement of the amount of water fbrnished the sm during the 
preceding mouth

1. Bates and Payment Date 

a Purchaser shall pay the Seller, not later than the day of each moe the 
rate of 32.25 per 1000 gaIlons of water purchased for resale to Frenchburg. (If 
Morgan Col~ay Water Districr’s rates should exceed $2.63 ~B@JjI~@&&S:~N 
purchasedbyFrenchburg,the city'srzlteshallraiseproportionateiy).OFKENTUCKY 
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c. The parties may negotiate an adjustment of rat= at any time and if accepted by both 
parties shah be adopted and a new schedule of rates implemented. 

d. If the Purchaser exceeds its monthly purchases as provided in section L (I), the Seller 
maychargtthePurchaser~rrallexcesspurchasesarateofonehundredtespercem 
(1 loo/a) of the base rate. 

e. Failure to ma&e timely payments will result in a penalty of ten percent (loo/o) per month 
on each invoice remain@ unpaid Failure of Frenchburg to pay Purchaser for the water 
resoldwillnot acuse Purchaser’s timdy payment to Sdlcr.

In lieu of sn agreed ~0% the 
Rmhaser, at the approval of the Seller, may construct the mer.fx &cilities to the 
Seller’s specifications and contribute the fkcilities to the Seiler.
