access the Company's services. The Pay Telephone Surcharge, which is in
addition to standard tariffed usage charges and any applicable service charges
and surcharges associated with the Company's service, applies for the use of
the instrument used to access the Company service and is unrelated to the
Company's service accessed from the pay telephone.

Pay telephones include coin-operated and coinless phones owned by local
telephone companies, independent companies and other interexchange
carriers.

Usage charges for all mileage sensitive products are based on the airline distance between
serving wire centers associated with the originating and terminating points of the call.

The distance between the Wire Center of the Customer's equipment and that of the
destination point is calculated by using the "V" and "H" coordinates found in Bellcore's
V&H Tape and NECA FCC Tariff No. 4.
