Taxes - The Customer is responsible for the payment of any sales, use, gross receipts, 
excise, access or other local, state and federal taxes, charges or surcliarges (however 
designated) excluding taxes on tile Company's net income imposed on or based upon the 
provision, sale or use of Access Services. All such taxes sliall be separately designated on 
the Company's invoices.

The Company shall bill on a current basis all charges incurred by, and credits due to, the 
Custolner under this tariff attributable to services established, provided, or discontinued 
during the preceding billing period. 

Non-Recurring Charges are due and payable witl~in 30 days after the invoice date. The 
Company shall present invoices for all Charges montl~ly to the Customer. 

Amounts not paid within 30 days after the date of invoice will be considered past due. 
Dialtone & More will assess a late payment charge equal to 1.5% per month for any past 
due balance that exceeds 30 days. If tlle Company beco~nes concerned at any time about 
t l ~ e  ability of a Custo~ner to pay its bills, the Company may require that the Customer pay 
its bills within a specified nu~nber of days and lnalte suc11 paylnerits in cash or the 
equivalent of cash. 

If a service is disconnected by the Cotnpany in accordance wit11 Section 2.5.3 following 
and later restored, restoration of service will be subject to all applicable installation 
charges. 

The Customer shall notify the Colnpany of any disputed items on an invoice within 90 
days of receipt of the invoice. If the Customer arid tlie Colnpany are unable to resolve the 
dispute to their mutual satisfaction, the Custotner may file a complaint with the 
Co~n~nission in accordance wit11 the Commission's rules of procedures.

B. IJpon violation of any of the otl~er lnaterial terms or conditions for furnishing 
service the Company may, by giving 30 days' prior notice in writing to the 
Customer, discontillue or suspend service without incurring any liability if such 
violation continues during that period. 

C. Upon condemnation of any material portion of the facilities used by the 
Company to provide service to a Customer or if a casualty renders all or any 
material portion of such facilities inoperable beyond feasible repair, the 
Company, by notice to the Customer, may discontinue or suspend service 
without incurring any liability. 

D. Upon any governmental prohibition, or required alteration of the services to be 
provided or ally violation of an applicable law or regulation, the Company may 
immediately discontinue service without incurring any Liability.

Where, prior to cancellation by the Customer, the Company illcurs any expenses in 
installing tlie service or in preparing to install the service that it otherwise would not have 
incurred, a charge equal to the costs the Colnpany incurred, less net salvage, sl~all apply, 
but in no case sl~all this charge exceed the sum of the charge for tile lnini~nu~n period of 
services ordered, including installation charges, and all charges others levy against the 
company that would have been chargeable to the Custo~ner had service begun. 

The special charges described will be calculated and applied on a case-by-case basis.

2.6 Allowa~~ces for Interruptions in Service 

Interruptions in service which are not due to the negligence of or nonco~npliance with the 
provisions of this tariff by, the Custo~ner or the operation or ~nalfunction of the facilities, power, 
or equipment provided by the Customer, will be credited to the Customer as set forth in 2.6.1 for 
the part of the service that the interruption affects. 

The credit allowance will be calculated by the Company after the Customer notifies the Colnpany 
of service interruption. The amount of the allowa~ice will depend on the length of the outage and 
the service impacted. Service Outage conditions are defined as complete loss of call origination 
and/or receipt capability. Credit Allowances, if any, will be deducted from the charges payable by 
the IXC and will be expressly indicated on the next invoice. A Service Outage begins when the 
IXC reports the outage to Dialtone & More. A Service Outage ends when the affected circuit 
and/or associated Dialtone & More equipment is fully operational in accordance with the 
technical specifications. 

Credit allowal~ces do not apply to outages (i) caused by the IXC; (ii) due to failure of equipment 
provided by the IXC; (iii) during any period in which Dialtone & More is not given access to the 
service premises; (iv) resulting from failures of LEC facilities or equipment resulting from the 
activities or negligence of LEC employees; (v) during which Dialtone & More is unable to gain 
access to the IXC's equipment; and (vi) due to ~nutually agreed upon maintenance and repair. 

Credit Allowances received by Dialtone &, More from the LEC for Off-Net facility outages that 
affect the IXC's Switched Services will be passed through to the IXC in the form of a credit on 
the next invoice.

2.6 Allowances for Interruptions in Service, (Cont'd.) 

2.6.1 Limitations on Allowances 

No credit allowance will be made for: 

A. interruptions due to tlie negligence of, or noncompliance with the provisions of 
this tariff by, the Customer, A~ltl~orized User, Joint-IJser, or other Co~n~non 
Carrier providing service connected to the service of Co~npany; 

B. interruptions due to the negligence of any person otlier than the Company, 
including, but not limited to, the Custorner or other Com~non Carriers connected 
to the Company's facilities; 

C. interruptions due to the failure or malfunction of non-Company equipment; 

D. interruptions of service during any period in wliich the Company is not give11 full 
and free access to its facilities and equipment for the purpose of investigating and 
correcting interruptions; 

E. interruptions of service during a period in whicl~ the Customer continues to use 
the service 011 an impaired basis; 

F. i~~tenuptions of service during any period when the Customer has released 
service to the Company for maintenance purposes or for i~nple~rientation of a 
Custolner order for a change in service arrangements; 

G. interruption of service due to circulnstances or causes beyond the coritrol of the

2.7 Transfers and Assignments 

Neither the Company nor the Customer may assign or transfer its rights or duties in connection 
with the services and facilities provided by the Company without the written consent of the otlier 
party, except that the Company rnay assign its rights and duties (a) to any subsidiary, parent 
Company or affiliate of the Cornpany (b) pursuant to any sale or transfer of substantially all the 
assets of the Company; or pursuant to any financing, merger or reorganization of the Company 

2.8 Notices and Communications 

2.8.1 Delivery of calls to or acceptance of calls from tlie Company's End User locations over 
Company-switclied local exchange services constitutes an order by tlie Customer to 
purcl~ase switched access services as described herein. Similarly tlie selection by a 
Company's End User of the Customer as tlie presubscribed IXC constitutes an order of 
switched access by tlie Customer. I11 these cases, an invoice will be the first 
communication from the Company to tlie Customer. In otlier instances a Service Order 
may be used. 

2.8.2 The Customer sliall designate on the Service Order an address to wliicli the Company 
shall mail or deliver all notices and other communications, except tliat the Customer may 
also designate a separate address to which the Company's bills for service shall be 
mailed. 

2.8.3 The Company shall designate on the Service Order an address to which the Customer 
sliall mail or deliver all notices and otlier co~nmu~iications, except that the Compa~iy may 
designate a separate address, on each bill for service, to wliicli the Custo~ner shall mail 
payment on tliat bill 

2.8.4 All notices or otlier co~n~nunications required to be given pursuant to this tariff sliall be in 
writing. Notices and other communications of either party, and all bills mailed by tlie 
Company, shall be presumed to have been delivered to the other party 011 the tliird 
business day following deposit of tlie notice, communication, or bill wit11 the U S .  Mail or 
a private delivery service, prepaid and properly addressed, or when actually received or 
refused by the addressee, whichever occurs first. 

2.8.5 Tlie Company or tlie Customer sliall advise the other party of any changes to the 
addresses designated for notices, other co~n~nu~lications or billing, by following the 
procedures for giving notice set fol-th herein.

2.9 Meet Point Billil~g 

Meet Point Billing applies when more than one Excllange Telephone Company is involved in the 
provision of Access Service. All recurring and nonrecurring charges for services provided by 
each Exchange Telephone Company are billed under each company's applicable rates as set fol-th 
below. 

The Company accepts and adheres to the Ordering and Billing Forum Guidelines, Multiple 
Excllal~ge Carrier Access Billing (MECAB) and Multiple Excl~ange Carrier Ordering and Design 
(MECOD).

SECTION 3- ORDERING OPTIONS FOR ACCESS SERVICE 

3.1 General 

Tllis section sets forth the regulations and order related charges for Access Service Requests 
(ASR) for Switched Access Service, as defined in this tariff. These charges are in addition to 
other applicable charges set fost11 in other sections of this tariff. 

3.1.1 Ordering Conditions 

Customer may order switched access through a Constructive Order, as defined herein, or 
through an ASR. The forlriat and terms of the ASR will be as specified in the Indust~y 
Access Service Order Guidelines, unless otllerwise specified herein. 

3.1.2 Minimum Period of Service 

The lninimuln period for wl~ich Access Selvice is provided and for which charges are 
applicable is one month. 

A. The following changes will be treated as a discontinuance of the existing service 
and a request for installation of a new service. All associated Nan-Recurring 
Charges will apply for the new service, and a new minimum period will be 
established: 

1. a change in the identity of the Custo~ner of record; or 
2. a move by the Custo~ner to a different building. 

B. When Access Service is disconnected prior to the expiration of the minimum 
period, cl~arges are applicable for the balance of the minimum period. The 
Minimum Period Charge for montl~ly billed services will be deterlnined as 
follows: 

For Switched Access Service, the charge for a montll or fractioli tl~ereof is 
equivalent to 50,000 billed  nill lutes of use for the applicable service. 

All applicable Non-.Recurring Charges for the service will be billed in addition to 
the Minilnuln Period Charge.

SECTION 4- SWITCHED ACCESS SERVICE 

4.1 General 

Switcl~ed Access Service, which is available to Custolners for their use in furnishing their 
services to end users, provides a two-point communications path between a Customer's Prelnises 
and an End User's Premises. It provides for the use of common terminating, switching and 
transpol-t facilities. Switched Access Service provides t l ~ e  ability to originate calls from an End 
User's Premises to a Customer's Premises, and to terminate calls from a Custorner's Premises to 
an End User's Premises. 

Switched Access Service is available wllen originating or terminating calls from or to an end user 
which subscribes to the Company's L,ocal Exchange Services. 

Rates and charges are set forth in Section 5. T11e application of rates for Switched Access Service 
is described in Section 5. 

4.2 Provision and Description of Switched Access Service Arrangements 

4.2.1 Feature Group Access 

FG Access is provisioned at the DS-1 level and provides trunk-side access to Local 
Switching Center switcl~es, for t l~e  Customer's use in originating and terminating 
communications. Basic FG Access service will be provided with Multi-Frequency In 
Band Signaling (SS7 is also available, where capabilities exist). 

All traffic is routed to and from the Company's local switching center via t l~e  Customer's 
tandem provider or via end office trucking, where available. Delivery of calls to, or 
acceptance of calls from, the Company's End User locations over Company-switched 
local exchange services shall constitute an agreement by the Customer to purchase 
switched access services as described herein. The Colnpany reserves the right to require 
the Customer to submit an ASR for switched access. 

4.2.2 Manner of Provision 

Trunks used for Switched Access Service ]nay be configured for one-way (either 
originating only or terminating only) or for two-way directionality.

4.2.3 Call Types 

Tlie following Switched Access Service call types are available: 

A. Originating FG Access 
B. Originating 800 FG Access 
C. Terminating FG Access 

4.2.4 Originating FG Access 

Tlle access code for FG Access switcl~ing is a unifonn access code of tlie form 1+ or 
01 I+ or IOIXXXX. For 101 XXXX dialing a single access code will be the assigned 
number of all FG Access provided to the Customer by the Company. When the access 
code is used, FG Access switching also provides for dialing the digit 0 for access to the 
Custo~ner's operator service, 91 1 for access to einergency service, and/or the end-of 
dialing-digit (#) for cutthrough access to the Custo~ner's premises. Tlle Company will 
provide originating FG access consistent with dialing parity obligations. 

4.2.5 Originating 800 FG Access 

800 Data Base Access Service is a service utilizing originating Trunk side Switched 
Access Service. When an 8XX + NXX + XXXX call is originated by an End User, the 
Company will perform Custolner identification based on screening of tlie full ten-digits 
of the 8XX number to determine tlie Custoiner location to which the call is to be routed. 

4.2.6 Terminating FG Access 

FG Access, when used in the tenninating direction,  nay only be used to access end users 
who are subscribing to the Company's Local Exchange Services. Calls in the tenninating 
direction will not be completed to 950-OXXX or 950-1XXX access codes, local operator 
assistance (0- and 0+), Directory Assistance, (41 1 or 55.5-1 21 2) service codes 61 1 and 
9 1 1 and 101 XXXX access codes.

5.1 General 

This section contains the specific regulations governing the rates and charges that apply for 
Switched Access Services: 

There are three types of rates and charges that apply to Switched Access Service: 

Non-Recurring Charges: One-time charges that apply for a specific work activity. 
= Recurring Charges: Fixed charges apply each month and depend on the number and type of 

facilities in place. 

Usage Charges: Charges that are applied on a per access minute basis. IJsage charges are 
accumulated over a monthly period.

5.2 Rate Categories 

5.2.1 There are several rate categories that apply to Switched Access Service: 

A. Local Colnlnon Transport 
The Local Common Transport cost category establishes the charges related to the 
translnission and tandem switching facilities between the customer-designated 
premises and the end office switch(es) where the customer's traffic is switched to 
originate or terminate the customer's con~munications. 

B. Access Tandem Switching 
Access Tandern Switching provides for the function of switching traffic through 
the Access Tandem fiom or to the end office switcl~(es). The Access Tandem 
Switching charge is assessed on all originating and terminating minutes of use 
switched at the Access Tandern. 

C. Local Switching 
The Local Switching cost category establishes the charges related to the use of end 
office switching equipment, the terminations in the end office of end user lines, the 
terlninations of calls at Colnpany Intercept Operators or recordings, tlie Signaling 
Transfer Point (STP) costs, and the SS7 signaling f~inction between the end 
office and tlie STP. 

5.2.2 Toll-Free 8XX Data Base Query 

The Toll-Free 8XX Data Base Query Charge, will apply for each Toll-Free 8XX call 
query received at the Company's (or its provider's) Toll-Free 8XX database. 

5.2.3 Optional Features 

Other optional features, such as special access, ]nay be available on an Individual Case 
Basis (ICB).

5.3 Billing of Access Minutes 

When recording originating calls over FG Access with multi-frequency address signaling, usage 
measurement begins when the first wink supervisoly signal is forwarded from the Customer's 
facilities. The measurement of originating call usage over FG Access ends when the originating 
FG Access entry switch. receives disconnect supervision from either tlie originating End User's 
L,ocal Switching Center .- (indicating that the originating End User has disconnected), or the 
Customer's facilities, whichever is recognized first by the entry switcli. 

For ter~ninating calls over FG Access with multi-frequency address signaling, the measurement of 
access ~ninutes begins when a seizure signal is received from the Carrier's trunk group at the 
Point of Presence within the LATA. The rneasurelnent of terminating call usage over FG Access 
ends wl~en a disconnect signal is received, indicating that either the originating or terminating 
user has disconnected. 

When recording originating calls over FG Access wit11 SS7 signaling, usage ~neasurement begins 
with the trans~nission of the initial address lnessage by the switch. for direct trunk groups and with 
the receipt of an exit lnessage by the switch for ta~ide~n trunk groups. The ~neasurenient of 
originating FG Access usage ends when the entry switch receives or sends a release message, 
whichever occurs first. 

For ter~ninating calls over FG Access with SS7 signaling, tlie measurement of access ~ninutes 
begins wlien the terminating recording switch receives the initial address lnessage from the 
terminating End User. On directly routed trunk groups or on tandem routed trunk groups, the 
Company switch receives the initial address lnessage and sends the indication to tlie Custolner in 
the form of an answer message. The lneasure~nent of tertninating FG Access call usage ends 
when the entry switch receives or sends a release message, whichever occurs first.
