ORDER

On February 21, 2017, the Commission ordered non-dominant
telecommunications providers who are registered to provide service in Kentucky and
whose names and last-known addresses appear in an appendix to that Order to show
cause within 30 days of the date of the Order why their authority to operate in this
Commonwealth should not be revoked for failure to comply with KRS 278.140. The
Order, which arose from the companies’ failure to file a report of the gross earnings or
receipts derived from intra-state business, notified the companies that, in the absence of
a timely response to the Order, each carrier's authorization to provide service in Kentucky
would be revoked, its tariff, if it maintained one on file with the Commission, would be
removed from the Commission’s files, and its name would be stricken from the
Commission’s list of active utilities.

Since the Order was issued, the companies listed in Appendix A to this Order have
either responded and satisfied the Commission that they should not be penalized as set
forth in the Order, or they have filed their delinquent reports. The 30-day period has now

expired and, in accordance the terms of the February 21, 2017 Order, fhe remaining |
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companies are hereby notified that they are no longer authorized to provide service in

Kentucky.

IT 1S THEREFORE ORDERED that:

1. The companies listed in Appendix A are dismissed from this proceeding.

2, The authority of the companies listed in Appendix B to operate in Kentucky
is revoked.

3. Each company whose authority to operate has been revoked shall

immediately cease providing service in this state and notify its customers affected by the

Order that they must obtain service from another carrier.

SECTION 2 - RULES AND REGULATIONS

2.1 Carrier Undertaking

Carrier provides long distance interexchange telephone service to customers for their direct
transmission of voice, data, and other types of telecommunications,

Communications originate when the customer accesses Carrier directly or through the facilities of
the local service carrier via one or more access lines, equal access or on a dial-up basis. Carrier may
act as the customer's ageut for ordering access connection facilities provided by other carriers or
entities when authorized by the customer, to allow connection of a customer's location to the
Carrier network. The customer shall be responsible for all charges due for such service

arrangements.

The Company's services are provided on a monthly basis unless otherwise stated in this tariff, and
are available twenty-four (24} hours per day, seven (7} days per weel.

2.2 Limitations on Service

2.2.2 Carrierreserves the right to discontinue fiumishing service upon written notice, when
necessitated by conditions beyond its contol or when the customer is using the service in
violation of the provisions of this tariff or in violation of the law.

2.4.4  The carrier shall not be liable for and the customer indemnifies and holds the carrier
harmless from any and all loss claims, demands, suiw, or other action or liability
whatsoever, whether suffered, made, instituted or asserted by the cuswmer or by any other
party or persons, for any personal injury to, or death of, any person or persons, and for any
loss, damage, defacement or destruction of the premises of the customer or any other
property, whether owned by the customer or others, caused or claimed to have been caused
directly or indirectly by the insmllation, operation, failure to operate, maintenance,
removal, presence, condition, location or use of the equipment or wiring provided by the
carrier where such installation, operation, failure to operate, maintenance, condition,
location or use is not the direct result of the carrier'snegligence. No agents or employees
of other carriers shall be deemed to be agents sr employees of the carrier.

2.5 Interruption of Service

A credit allowance for interruptions of service which are not due to Cairier's testing or adjusting, to
the negligence of the customer, or to the failure of the channels, equipment, andfor communications
systems provided by the customer, are subject to the general liability provisions set forth herein. It
shall be the obligation of the customer tonotify Carrier of any interrupiion in service. Before giving
such notice, the customer shall ascertain that the trouble is not being caused by any action or
omission by or within the customer's control and is not in wiring or equipment connected to the

Carrier terminal.

2.6 Restoration of Service

The use and restoration of service in emergencies shall be in accordance with the Part 64, Subpart D
of the Federal Communications Commission's Rules and Regulations which specifies the priority
system for such activities.

Applicants or Customers whose financial condition is unlmown or unacceptable to Carrier
may be required to pay a deposit. [factual usage data is available for the customer at the
same or similar premises, the deposit amount shall be calculated using the customer's
average bill for the most recent twelve (12) month period. If actual usage data is not
available, the deposit amount shall be based on the average bills of similar customers and
premises in the system, not to exceed to two (2) month's actual or estimated usage. If
customer fails to pay for service or equipment, the deposit will be applied to the
outstanding balance. If, at any time, Carrier feels that the customer has established
satisfactory credit, the Carrier will refund the amount of the deposit. In any event, deposits
or remaining balance thereof will be retutned upon termination of service.

Interest will accrue on customer deposits held by the company in accordance with KAR
5:0806, Section 7{c)(6).

Credit for failure of service or equipment will be allowed only when failure is caused by or
occurs in equipment owned, provided and billed for, by Carrier. '

A. Credit allowances for failure of service or equipment starts when the customer
notifies Carrier of the failure or when Carier becomes aware of the failure and
ceases when the operation has been restored and an attempt has been made to

notify the customer.

C. Carrier will try its best to resolve any disputes properly broughtto its attention. Unresslved
disputes may be directed to #he attention of the Commission.
