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SECTION 1 - TECHNICAL TERMS AND ABBREVIATIONS 

Access Line - An arrangement from a local exchange telephone 
company or other common carrier, using either dedicated or 
switched access, which connects a Customer's location to the 
Company's location or switching center. 

Authorization Code - A numerical code, one or more of which 
may be assigned to a Customer, to enable the Company to identify 
the origin of the Customer so it may rate and bill the call. 
Automatic number identification (ANI) is used as the 
authorization code wherever possible. 

Commission - Used throughout this tariff to mean the 
Kentucky Public Service Commission. 

Customer - The person, firm, corporation or other legal 
entity which orders the services of the Company or purchases a 
Company Prepaid Calling Card and/or originates prepaid calls 
using such cards, and is responsible for the payment of charges 
and for compliance with the Company's tariff regulations.

Dedicated Access - The Customer gains entry to the Company's 
services by a direct path from the Customer's location to the 
Company's point of presence. 

Holiday - New Year's Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. Holidays shall be billed at 
the evening rate from 8 a.m. to 11 p.m. After 11 p.m., the lower 
night rate shall go into effect. 

Prepaid Account - An inventory of Telecom Units purchased in 
advance by the Customer, and associated with one and only one 
Authorization Code as contained in a specific Prepaid Callinq - 

Card.

Underlying Carrier - The telecommunications carrier whose 
network facilities provide the technical capability and capacity 
necessary for the transmission and reception of Customer 
telecommunications traffic.

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SECTION 2 - RULES AND REGULATIONS 

2.1 Undertaking of the Company 

This tariff contains the regulations and rates 
applicable to intrastate interexchange 
telecommunications services provided by the Company for 
telecommunications between points within the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky. Services are furnished 
subject to the availability of facilities and subject 
to the terms and conditions of this tariff in 
compliance with limitations set forth in the 
Commission’s rules. The Company’s services are 
provided on a statewide basis and are not intended to 
be limited geographically. The Company offers service 
to all those who desire to purchase service from the 
Company consistent with all of the provisions of this 
tariff. Customers interested in the Company’s services 
shall file a service application with the Company which 
fully identifies the Customer, the services requested 
and other information requested by the Company. The 
Company reserves the right to examine the credit record 
and check the references of all applicants and 
Customers. The Company may examine the credit 
profile/record of any applicant prior to accepting the 
service order. The service application shall not 
obligate the Company to provide services or to continue 
to provide service if a later check of applicant’s 
credit record is, in the opinion of the Company, 
contrary to the best interest of the Company. The 
Company may act as the Customer’s agent for ordering 
access connection facilities provided by other carriers 
or entities when authorized by the Customer, to allow 
connection of a Customer’s location to a service 
provided by the Company. The Customer shall be 
responsible for all charges due for such service 
arrangement.

Recurring charges and non-recurring 
charges are billed in advance. The initial 
billing may, at Company's option, also include 
one month's estimated usage billed in advance. 
Thereafter, charges based on actual usage 
during a month and any accrued interest will be 
billed monthly in arrears. 

2.10.3 All bills are presumed accurate, and shall be 
binding on the customer unless objection is 
received by the Company in writing within 30 
days after such bills are rendered as 
referenced in Section 3.2. No credits, 
refunds, or adjustments shall be granted if 
demand therefore is not received by the Company 
in writing, in person, or by telephone within 
such 30 day period.

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SECTION 3 - DESCRIPTION OF SERVICE 
3.1 Computation of Charges 

3.1.1 The total charge for each completed call may be 
a variable measured charge dependent on the 
duration, distance and time of day of the call. 
The total charge for each completed call may 
also be dependent only on the duration of the 
call, i.e. a statewide flat rate per minute 
charge. The variable measured charge is 
specified as a rate per minute which is applied 
to each minute. All calls are measured in 
increments as set forth in the Rates Section of 
this tariff. Fractions of a billing increment 
are rounded up to a full billing increment on a 
per call basis. Fractions of a cent per minute 
are rounded up to a full cent on a per call 
basis. 

3.1.2 Where mileage bands appear in a rate table, 
rates for all calls are based upon the airline 
distance between the originating and 
terminating points of the call, as determined 
by the vertical and horizontal coordinates 
associated with the exchange (the area code and 
three digit central office code) associated 
with the originating and terminating telephone 
numbers. If the Customer obtains access to the 
Company's network by a dedicated access 
circuit, that circuit will be assigned an 
exchange for rating purposes based upon the 
Customer's main telephone number at the 
location where the dedicated access circuit 
terminates. The vertical and horizontal (V & 
H) coordinates for each exchange and the 
airline distance between them will be 
determined according to industry standards. 
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3.1.3 Timing begins when the called station is 
answered and two way communication is possible, 
as determined by standard industry methods 
generally in use for ascertaining answer, 
including hardware answer supervision in which 
the local telephone company sends a signal to 
the switch or the software utilizing audio tone 
detection. Recognition of answer supervision 
is the responsibility of the Underlying 
Carrier. Timing for each call ends when either 
party hangs up. The Company will not bill for 
uncompleted calls.

Where 
overbilling of a subscriber occurs, due either to Company 
or subscriber error, no liability exists which will 
require the Company to pay any interest, dividend or 
other compensation on the amount overbilled.
