Credit for failure of service shall be
allowed only when such failure is caused by
or occurs due to causes within the control of
the Company or in the event that the Company
is entitled to a credit for the failure of
the facilities of the Company'’s Underlying
Carrier used to furnish service.

Credit for interruption shall commence after
the Customer notifies the Company of the
interruption or when the Company becomes
aware thereof, and ceases when service has
been restored.

2.6.7 The Customer shall be credited for an
interruption of two hours or more at the rate
of 1/720th of the monthly charge for the
facilities affected for each hour or major
fraction thereof that the interruption
continues.

Restoration of Service

The use and restoration of service shall be in
accordance with the priority system specified in part

Deposit

The Company does not require deposits to commence
service.

Advance Payments

NET reserves the right to collect an advance payment
from Customers in an amount not to exceed one (1)
month’s estimated charges as an advance payment for
service. This will be applied against the next month’s
charges, and if necessary, a new advance payment will
be collected for the next month.
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2.10 Payment and Billing

2.10.1 Service is provided and billed on a billing
cycle basis, beginning on the date that
service becomes effective. Billing is
payable upon receipt.

2.10.2 The customer is responsible for payment of
all charges for services furnished to the
Customer, as well as to all persons using the
Customer’s codes, exchange lines, facilities,
or equipment, with or without the knowledge
or consent of the Customer. The security of
the Customer’s Authorization Codes,
presubscribed exchange lines, and direct
connect facilities is the responsibility of
the Customer. All calls placed using direct
connect facilities, presubscribed exchange
lines, or Authorization Codes will be billed
to and must be paid by the Customer.
Recurring charges and non-recurring charges
are billed in advance. The initial billing
may, at Company'’s option, also include one
month’s estimated usage billed in advance.
Thereafter, charges based on actual usage
during a month and any accrued interest will
be billed monthly in arrears.

2.10.3 All bills are presumed accurate, and shall be
binding on the customer unless objection is
received by the Company in writing within 30
days after such bills are rendered. No
credits, refunds, or adjustments shall be
granted if demand therefore is not received
by the Company in writing, in person, or by
telephone within such 30 day period.
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2.11

Collection Costs

In the event Company is required to initiate legal
proceedings to collect any amounts due to Company for
regulated or non-regulated services, equipment or
facilities, or to enforce any judgment obtained against
a Customer, or for the enforcement of any other
provision of this tariff or applicable law, Customer
shall, in addition to all amounts due, be liable to
Company for all reasonable costs incurred by Company in
such proceedings and enforcement actions, including
reasonable attorneys’ feeg, collection agency feeg or
payments, and court costs. In any such proceeding, the
amount of collection costs, including attorneys’ fees,
due to the Company, will be determined by the court.

2.12 Taxes
All federal, state and local taxes, assessments,
surchargeg, or feeg, including sales taxes, use taxes,
gross receipte taxes, and municipal utilities taxes,
are billed as separate line items and are not included
in the rates quoted herein, except as described for
prepaid calling card service.

2.13 Late Charge
A one time late fee of 1.5% monthly or the amount
otherwise authorized by law, whichever is lower, will
be charged on any past due balances of more than 30
days.

2.14 Returned Check Charge
A fee, as set forth in the Rates section herein, will
be charged whenever a check or draft presented for
payment for service is not accepted by the institution
on which it is written.
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SECTION 3 - DESCRIPTION OF SERVICE

3.1 Computation of Charges

3.1.1

The total charge for each completed call may
be a variable measured charge dependent on
the duration, distance and time of day of the
call. The total charge for each completed
call may also be dependent only on the
duration of the call, i.e. a statewide flat
rate per minute charge. The variable
measured charge is specified as a rate per
minute which is applied to each minute. All
1+ and 800 (toll-free) calls are measured in
six second increments, with a thirty second
minimum per call. All Travel Card and
Prepaid Calling Card calls are measured in
one minute increments. All calls are rounded
up to the next whole increment.

Where mileage bands appear in a rate table,
rates for all calls are based upon the
airline distance between the originating and
terminating points of the call, as determined
by the vertical and horizontal coordinates
associlated with the exchange (the area code
and three digit central office code)
assocliated with the originating and
terminating telephone numbers. If the
Customer obtains access to the Company’s
network by a dedicated access circuit, that
circuit will be assigned an exchange for
rating purposes based upon the Customer’s
main telephone number at the location where
the dedicated access circuit terminates. The
vertical and horizontal (V & H) coordinates
for each exchange and the airline distance
between them will be determined according to
industry standards.
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3.2

3.1.3 Timing begins when the called station is
answered and two way communication is
possible, as determined by standard industry
methods generally in use for ascertaining
answer, including hardware answer supervision
in which the local telephone company sends a
signal to the switch or the software
utilizing audio tone detection. Recognition
of answer supervision is the responsibility
of the Underlying Carrier. Timing for each
call ends when either party hangs up. NET
will not bill for uncompleted calls.

Where
overbilling of a subscriber occurs, due either to
Company or subscriber error, no liability exists which
will require the Company to pay any interest, dividend
or other compensation on the amount overbilled.

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If a Customer accumulates more than One Hundred Dollars
($100.00) of undisputed delinquent NET 800 Service
charges, the NET Resp. Org. reserves the right not to
honor that Customer’s request for a Resp. Org. change
until such undisputed charges are paid in full.

Level of Service

A Customer can expect end to end network availability
of not less than 99% at all times for all services.

Billing Entity Conditions

When billing functions on behalf of NET or its
intermediary are performed by local exchange telephone
companies or others, the payment of charge conditions
and regulations of such companies and any regulations
impoged upon these companies by regulatory bodies
having jurisdiction apply. NET’s name and toll-free
telephone number will appear on the Customer’s bill.
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3.5 Service Offerings

3.5.1

1+ Dialing

This service permits Customers to originate
calls via switched or dedicated access lines,
and to terminate intrastate calls. The
customer dials "1+" followed by "ten digits"
or dials "101XXXX" followed by "1+ ten
digits".

Travel Cards.

The Customer utilizes an 11 digit "8o00"
access number established by NET to access a
terminal. Upon receiving a second dialtone,
the Customer uses push button dialing to
enter an identification code assigned by the
Company, followed by the ten digit number of
the called party.

800 Service (Toll free).

This service is a direct access, incoming
only, usage sensitive WATS offering. This is
a service whereby a Customer can be billed at
reduced rates for calls to his premises.
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NET Prepaid Calling Cards.

This service permits use of NET Prepaid
Calling Cards for placing long distance
calls. Customers may purchase NET Prepaid
Calling Cards at a variety of retail outlets
or through other distribution channels. NET
Prepaid Calling Cards are available at a
variety of face values ranging from five
dollars ($5.00), in one dollar ($1.00)
increments. NET Prepaid Calling Card service
is accessed using the NET toll-free number
printed on the card. The caller is prompted
by an automated voice response system to
enter his/her Authorization Code, and then to
enter the terminating telephone number.

NET's processor trackg the call duration on a
real time basis to determine the number of
Telecom Units consumed. The total consumed
Telecom Units for each call, which includes
applicable taxes, is deducted from the
remaining Telecom Unit balance on the
Customer’s NET Prepaid Calling Card.

All calls must be charged against an NET
Prepaid Calling Card that has a sufficient
Telecom Unit balance. A Customer’s call will
be interrupted with an announcement when the
balance i1s about to be depleted. Such
announcement will occur when five (5) minutes
and when one (1) minute remain before the
balance will be depleted, based upon the
terminating location of the call.
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In order to continue the call, the Customer
can either call the toll-free number on the
back of the NET Prepaid Calling Card and
"recharge" the balance on the card using a
nationally recognized credit card, or the
Customer can throw the card away and purchase
a new one. Calls in progress will be
terminated by the Company if the balance on
the NET Prepaid Calling Card is insufficient
to continue the call and the Customer fails
to enter the number of another valid NET
Prepaid Calling Card prior to termination.

A card will expire 12 months from the date of
purchase, or the date of last recharge,
whichever is later.

A credit allowance for NET Prepaid Calling
Card Service is applicable to calls that are
interrupted due to poor transmission, one-way
transmission, or involuntary disconnection of
a call. A Customer may also be granted
credit for reaching a wrong number. To
receive the proper credit, the Customer must
notify the Company at the designated toll-
free customer service number printed on the
NET Prepaid Calling Card and furnish the
called number, the trouble experienced (e.g.
cut-off, noisy circuit, reached wrong number,
etc.), and the approximate time that the call
was placed.

When a call charged to an NET Prepaid Calling
Card is interrupted due to cut-off, one-way
transmission, or poor transmission
conditions, the Customer will receive a
credit equivalent of one Telecom Unit.

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Credit allowances for calls pursuant to NET
Prepaid Card Service do not apply for
interruptions not reported promptly to the
Company or interruptions that are due to the
failure of power, equipment or gystems not
provided by the Company.

Access to long
distance directory assistance is obtained by
dialing 1 + 555-1212 for listings within the
originating area code and 1 + (area code) +
555-1212 for other listings. When more than
one number is requested in a single call, a
charge may apply for each number requested.
A charge will be applicable for each number
requested, whether or not the number is
listed or published.
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Specialized Pricing Arrangements.

Customized service packages and competitive
pricing packages at negotiated rates may be
furnished on a case-by-case basis in response
to requests by Customers to the Company for
proposals or for competitive bids. Service
offered under this tariff provision will be
provided to Customers pursuant to contract.
Unless otherwise specified, the regulations
for such arrangements are in addition to the
applicable regulations and prices in other
sections of the tariff. Specialized rates or
charges will be made available to similarly
situated Customers on a non-discriminatory
basis. The Commission will be notified of
any special pricing contracts prior to
implementation.

Emergency Call Handling Procedures

Emergency "911" calls are not routed to
company, but are completed through the local
network at no charge.
