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TARIFF FORMAT 

A. Sheet Numbering - Sheet numbers appear in tlle upper right corner of the sheet. Sheets are numbered 
sequentially. However, new sheets are occasionally added to the tariff. When a new sheet is added 
between sheets already in effect, a decimal is added. For example, a new sheet added between sheets 14 
and 15 would be 14.1. 

B. Sheet Revision Numbers - Revision numbers also appear in the upper right corner of each sheet. 
These numbers are used to determine tlie most current sheet version on file wit11 the K.P.S.C. For 
example, the 4th revised Sheet 14 cancels the 3rd revised Sheet 14. Because of various suspension 
periods, deferrals, etc. the K.P.S.C. follows in its tariff approval process, the most current sheet number 
on file with the K.P.S.C. is not always the tariff slieet in effect. Consult the Check Sheet for the sheet 
currently in effect. 

C. Paragraph Numbering Sequence - There are nine levels of paragraph coding. Each level of coding 
is subservie~it to t l ~ e  next higher level: 

D. Check Sheets - When a tariff filing is made with the K.P.S.C, an updated Check Sheet accompanies 
the tariff filing. The Check Sheet lists the sheets contained in the tariff, with a cross-reference to the 
current revision number. When new sheets are added, the Clieck Sheet is changed to reflect the revision. 
All revisions made in a given filing are designated by an asterisk (*). There will be no other symbols used 
on this sheet if these are the only changes made to it (i.e., the format, etc. remain the same, just revised 
revision levels on some sheets.) The tariff user should refer to the latest Check Sheet to find out if a 
particular sheet is the most current 011 file with the K.P.S.C. 
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SECTION 1 - DEFINITIONS 

Certain terms used generally throughout this tariff for the Access Services of this Company are defined 
below. 

Access Code: A uliiforrn seven digit code assigned by the Company to an individual Customer. The 
seven digit code has the form 950-XXXX or 1OlXXXX. 

Access Service: Switched Access to the network of an Interexcliange Carrier for tlie purpose of 
originating or terminating communications. 

Access Service Request (ASR): The industry service order format used by Access Service Customers and 
access providers as agreed to by the Ordering and Billing Forum. 

Access Tandem: An Exchange Carrier's switching system that provides a colicelitration and distribution 
function for originating or terminating traffic between local switching centers and Customers' premises. 

Authorized User: A person, firm, corporation or other entity that either is authorized by the Customer to 
use Access Services or is placed in a positioli by the Customer, either through acts or omissions, to use 
Access Services. 

Carrier or Cornlno~i Carrier: See Interexchange Carrier or Exchange Carrier 

Co-Carrier: Ally other Telecommuliicatior~s provider authorized by the Commissioli to provide local 
exchange service il l  tlie state. 

Common Cliannel Signaling (CCS): A Iligli-speed packet switched communicatiolis network which. is 
separate (out of band) from the public packet switched and message networks. It is used to carry 
addressed siglialir~g messages for individual trunk circuits andlor database related services between 
signaling points in tlie CCS network.

corn pan^: Norlight, Inc., a/k/a Cinergy Communications, issuer of this tariff 

Constructive Order: Delivery of calls to or acceptance of calls from the Company's End TJser locations 
over Company-switched local exchange services constitutes a Constructive Order by the Customer to 
purcllase switched access services as described herein. Similarly the selection by a Company's End User 
of the Customer as the presubscribed IXC constitutes a Constructive Order of switched access by the 
Customer. 

Customer: The person, firm, corporation or other entity wllicl~ orders Service and is responsible for the 
pay~nent of charges and for compliance with the Company's tariff regulations. The Customer could be an 
interexchange carrier, a wireless provider, or any other carrier authorized to operate in the state. 

8XX Data Base Access Service: The term "8XX Data Base Access Service" denotes a toll-free 
originatilig Trunkside Access Service when the 8XX Service Access Code (i.e., 800, 822, 833, 844, 855, 
866, 877, or 888 as available) is used. 

End User: Any individual, association, corporation, governmental agency or any other entity other than 
an Interexchange Carrier which subscribes to intrastate service provided by an Exchange Carrier. 

Entrance Facility: A trunk facility connecting the Customer's point of presence with the local switching 
center. 

Exchange Carrier: Any individual, partnership, association, joint-stock company, trust, governmental 
entity or corporation engaged in the provisiori of local exchange telephone service. 

Firni Order Confirmation (FOC): Acknowledgment by the Company of receipt of an Access Service 
Request from the Customer and colnlnitenent by the Company of a Service Date. 

Illdividual Case Basis: A service arrangement in which the regulations, rates and charges are developed 
based on the specific circumstances of the Customer's situation.

Il~terexchanae Carrier (IXC) or Interexchange Common Carrier: Any individual, partnership, association, 
joint-stock colnpany, trust, governmental entity or corporation engaged in state or foreign communication 
for hire by wire or radio, between two or more exchanges. 

LATA: A local access and transport area established pursuallt to the Modification of Final Judgment 
entered by the United States District Court for the District of Columbia in Civil Action No. 82-0192 for 
the provision and administration of co~nmunicatio~~s services. 

Line Information Data Base (LIDB): The data base which contains base information such as telephone 
numbers, calling card numbers and associated billed number restriction data used in connection wit11 the 
validation and billing of calls. 

Local Access: The connection between a Customer's premises and a point of presence of the Exchange 
Carrier. 

Local Switchina Center: The switching center where telephone exchange service Customer station 
Channels are terminated for purposes of interconnection to each other and to interoffice Trunks. 

Meet Point: A point of interconnection that is not an end office or tandem. 

Meet Point Billing: The arrangement through which multiple Exchange Carriers involved in providing 
Access Services, divide the ordering, rating, and billing of sucll services on a proportional basis, so that 
each Exchange Carrier involved in providing a portion of the Access Service agrees to bill under its 
respective tariff. 

Mobile Telephone Switching Office: Location where the wireless Customer maintains a facility for 
purposes of interconnecting to the Company's Network. 
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SECTION 1 - DEFINITIONS, (Cant'd.) 

Mutual Traffic Exchange: A compensation arrangement between certified local exchange service 
providers where local exchange service providers pay each other "in kind" for terminating local exchange 
traffic on the other's network. 

Network Services: The Company's telecommunications Access Services offered on the Company's 
Network. 

Non-Recurring Charges: The one-time initial charges for services or facilities, including but not limited 
to charges for construction, installation, or special fees, for which the Customer becomes liable at the time 
the Service Order is executed. 

Off-Hook: The active condition of Switched Access or a telephone exchange service line. 

On-Hook: The idle condition of switched access or a telephone exchange service line. 

Out of Band Signaling: An exchange access signaling feature whicl~ allows customers to exchange call 
control and signaling information over a communications path which is separate from the message path. 

Point of Presence: Location where the Customer maintains a facility for purposes of interconnecting to 
the Company's Network. 

Premises: The space occupied by a Customer or Authorized User in a building or buildings or on 
contiguous property (except railroad rights-of-way, etc.). 

Presubscri~tion: An arrangement whereby an End User may select and designate to the Company an 
Interexchange Carrier (IXC) or Carriers it wishes to access, without an Access Code, for completing both 
intraLATA toll calls and/or interLATA calls. T11e selected IXC(s) are referred to as the End 1Jser's 
Primary Interexchange Carrier (PIC).

Recurring Charges: Tlie ~riontlily charges to the Customer for services, facilities and equipment, which 
continue for the agreed upon duration of the service. 

Service Order: The written request for Network Services executed by the Custolrier and the Company in 
a format devised by the Company; or, in the alternative, the submission of all Access Service Request by 
the Customer in the manner specified in this tariff. 

Service(s): The Company's telecommu~~ications Access Services offered on the Company's Network. 

Signaling Point of Interface: The Customer designated location where the SS7 signaling information is 
exchanged between the Company and the Customer. 

Signaling System 7 (SS7): The common Channel Out of Band Signaling protocol developed by the 
Consultative Committee for International Telephone and Telegraph (CCITT) and the American National 
Standards Institute (ANSI). 

Switched Access Service: Access to the switched network of an Exchange Carrier for the purpose of 
originating or terminating communications. Switched Access is available to carriers, as defined in this 
tariff. 

Trunl<: A co~nruurlications path connecting two switching systems in a network, used in the 
establishment of an end-to-end connection. 

Wireless Provider: Any carrier authorized to operate as a provider of cellular, personal communications, 
paging or any other form of wireless transmission. 
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SECTION 2 - RULES AND REGULATIONS 

2.1 Undertaking of the Company (T) 

2.1.1 Scope 

The Company's services offered pursuar~t to this Tariff are furnished for Switched Access 
Service. The Company may offer these services over its own or resold facilities.

The Company il~stalls, operates, and maintains the comrnunications services provided 
herein in accordance wit11 the terms and conditions set forth under this Tariff. The 
Company may act as the Customer's agelit for ordering access connection facilities 
provided by other carriers or entities as required in the Commission's rules and orders, 
when authorized by the Customer, to allow connection of a Customer's location to the 
Company network. Tile Custolner sllall be responsible for all charges due for such service 
agreement. (T) 

The Company's services and facilities are provided on a monthly basis unless otllerwise 
indicated, and are available twenty-four hours per day, seven days per week. 

2.1.2 Shor ta~e of Equipment or Facilities 

A. The Company reserves the right to limit or to allocate the use of existing 
facilities, or of additional facilities offered by tlie Company when necessary 
because of lack of facilities or due to some other cause beyond the Company's 
control. 

B. The furnishing of service under this tariff is subject to the availability on a 
continuing basis of all the necessary facilities and is limited to the capacity of the 
Company's facilities as well as facilities the company may o b t a i ~ ~  from other 
Carriers from time to time, to furnish service as required at the sole discretion of 
the Company. 

C. T11e provisioning and restoration of service in emergencies shall be in accordance 
wit11 Part 64, Subpart D, Appendix A of tile Federal Communicatiolls 
Commission's Rules and Regulations, which specifies the priority system for 
such activities.

2.1 Undertaking of the Company, (Cont'd.) 

2.1.3 Terms and Conditions 

A. The Company's services may be used for any lawful purpose consistent wit11 the 
transmission and switching parameters of the telecommunications facilities 
utilized in the provision of services. The Customer remains liable for all 
obligations under this Tariff and the Company shall have no liability to any 
person or entity other than the Customer. 

B. Except as otherwise provided herein, service is provided and billed on the basis 
of a minimum period of at least one month, and shall continue to be provided 
until canceled by the Customer, in writing, on not less than 30 days notice. 
Unless otherwise specified herein, for the purpose of computing charges in this 
tariff, a month is considered to have 30 days. 

C. Customers seeking to cancel service have an affirmative obligation to block 
traffic originating from or terminating to the Company's network. By originating 
traffic from or originating traffic to the Company's network, the Customer will 
have constructively ordered the Company's switched access service. 

D. The Customer agrees to operate Company-provided equipment in accordance 
with instructions of the Company or the Company's agent. Failure to do so will 
void Company liability for interruption of service and may make the Customer 
responsible for damage to equipment pursualit to section 2.1.3.D below. 

E. The Customer agrees to return to the Company all Company-provided equipment 
delivered to Customer within five (5) days of termination of tlie service in 
connectioli with which tlie equipment was used. Said equipment shall be in the 
same condition as when delivered to Customer, normal wear and tear only 
excepted. Customer shall reimburse the Company, upon demand, for any costs 
incurred by tlie Company due to Customer's failure to comply with this 
provision. 

F. The use of the Company's services without paylnent for service or attempting to 
avoid payment for service by fraudulent means or devices, schemes, false or 
invalid numbers is prohibited.

TO MISTAKES, OMISSIONS, INTERRUPTIONS, DELAYS, ERRORS, 
OTHER DEFECTS, OR REPRESENTATIONS BY THE COMPANY, OR USE 
OF THESE SERVICES OR DAMAGES ARISING OUT OF THE FAILURE 
TO FURNISH THE SERVICE WHETHER CAUSED BY ACT OR OMISSION, 
SHALL BE LIMITED TO THE EXTENSION OF ALLOWANCES FOR

F. The Customer shall indemnify and hold tlie Company harmless from any and all 
loss, claims, demands, suits, or other actions, or ally liability whatsoever, whether 
suffered, made, instituted, or asserted by any other party or person(s), and for any 
loss, damage, or destruction of any property, whether owned by the Customer or 
others, caused or claimed to have been caused directly or indirectly by the 
installation, operation, failure to operate, maintenance, removal, condition, 
location, or use of any installation or equipment provided by the Company. The 
Company reserves the right to require each Customer to sign an agreement 
acknowledging acceptance of tlie provisions of this Section 2.1.4.F as a condition 
precedent to such installations.

In addition, the Customer shall 
ensure that its equipment and/or system or that of its agent is properly interfaced 
with the Company's service, that the signals emitted into the Company's Network 
are of the proper mode, band-width, power, data speed, and signal level for the 
intended use of the Customer and in compliance with the criteria set forth in 
Section 2.1.6 following, and that the signals do not damage Company equipment, 
injure its personnel or degrade service to other Customers.

SECTION 3 - ORDERING OPTIONS FOR ACCESS SERVICE

SECTION 4 - SWITCHED ACCESS SERVICE 

4.1 General 

Switched Access Service, which is available to Customers for their use in furnishing their 
services to end users, provides a two-point communications path between a Customer's Premises 
and an End User's Premises. It provides for the use of common terminating, switching and 
transport facilities. Switched Access Service provides the ability to originate calls from an End 
User's Premises to a Customer's Premises, and to terminate calls from a Customer's Premises to 
an End User's Premises. 

Switched Access Service is available when originating or terminating calls from or to an end user 
which subscribes to the Company's Local Exchange Services. 

Rates and charges are set forth in Section 5. The application of rates for Switched Access Service 
is described in Section 5. Calls terminated to Company without calling party number (CPN) as 
required by FCC rules (47 C.F.R. 64-1601) will be billed at the intrastate access rate. 

4.2 Provision and Description of Switched Access Service Arrangements 

4.2.1 Feature Group Access 

FG Access is provisioned at the DS-1 level and provides trunk-side access to Local 
Switching Center switches, for the Customer's use in originating and terminating 
communications. Basic FG Access service will be provided with Multi-Frequency In 
Band Signaling (SS7 is also available, where capabilities exist). 

All traffic is routed to and from the Company's local switching center via the Customer's 
tandem provider or via end office trucking, where available. Delivery of calls to, or 
acceptance of calls from, the Company's End User locations over Company-switched 
local exchange services shall constitute an agreement by the Customer to purchase 
switched access services as described herein.

5.1 General 

This section contains the specific regulations governing the rates and charges that apply for 
Switched Access Services: 

There are three types of rates and charges that apply to Switched Access Service: 

- Non-Recurring Charges: One-time charges that apply for a specific work activity.

The Switched Transport cost category establishes the charges related to the transmission and 
tandem switching facilities between the customer designated premises and the end office 
switch(es) where the customer's traffic is switched to originate or terminate the customer's 
communications. 

Access Tandem Switching 

Access Tandem Switching provides for the switching of traffic through the Access Tandem 
from or to end office switch(es). The Access Tandem Switching charge is assessed on all 
originating and terminating minutes of use switched at the Access Tandem. 

Toll-Free 8XX Data Base Queries, Call Handling. and Call Destination 5.2.2 0-1 

The Toll-Free Data Base Query charge will apply for each Toll-Free 8XX call query received 
at the Company's (or its provider's) Toll-Free 8XX database. A basic query will provide for 
the identification of the customer to whom the call should be delivered. Call Destination 
charges will be assessed on a per-query basis in addition to the Toll-Free Data Base Query 
charge.

The end office Common Trunk Port rate provides for the termination of common transport 
trunks in shared end office ports. The end office Common Trunk Port rate is assessed on a 
per-MOU basis to all trunkside originating and terminating access minutes that utilize tandem 
routing to an end office.

5.3 Billing of Access Minutes 

Wlien recording originating calls over FG Access with multi-frequency address signaling, usage 
measurement begins when the first wink supervisory signal is forwarded from the Customer's 
facilities. The rneasurelr~ent of originating call usage over FG Access ends when the originating 
FG Access entry switcli receives disconnect supervision from either tlie originating End IJser's 
Local Switching Center - (indicating that the originating End User has disconnected), or the 
Custorner's facilities, whicliever is recognized first by the entry switch. 

For terminating calls over FG Access witli multi-frequency address signaling, tlie measurement of 
access minutes begins when a seizure signal is received from the Carrier's trunk group at the 
Poilit of Presence within the LATA. T11e measurement of terminating call usage over FG Access 
ends when a disconnect signal is received, indicating that either the originating or terminating 
user lias disconnected.

7.1 Wireless Termination Service 

This section applies to intraMTA traffic originated by a Comlnercial Mobile Radio Service 
(CMRS) provider and terlninated to end-user subscribers of the Colnpany (i.e, wireless to 
wireline traffic) without tile direct interconnectior~ of the CMRS provider's and the Company's 
networks and where the CMRS provider is physically connected with and delivers traffic to a 
third party ILEC(s) which in turn delivers the traffic to the Company. 

7.1.1 This service is provided to Commercial Mobile Radio Service (CMRS) providers 
licensed by the Federal Communications Commission (FCC). 

7.1.2 Wireless Termination Service is limited to wireless-to-wireline traffic that 
originates and terminates within the same Major Trading Area (MTA) (i.e., 
intraMTA traffic). The Major Trading Area is defined in 47 C.F.R. paragraph 24- 
102 of the FCC Rules and Regulations. 

7.1.3 Wireless Termination Service is not available to wireless-to-wireline traffic that 
originates and terminates in two different MTAs (i.e., interMTA traffic). In those 
situations where a CMRS provider terminates interMTA traffic to the end-user 
subscribers of the Company then the rates, terms and conditions of the appropriate 
access tariff of the Company (either intrastate or interstate) will apply. 

7.1.4 These Regulations and Rates are in addition to the Regulations, Rates and Charges in 
other Co~npany tariffs. 
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SECTION 7 - MISCELLANEOUS SERVICES, (CONT'D.) 

Wireless Termination Service, (cont'd.) 

7.1.5 This section applies except as otherwise provided in 1) an interconnection agreement 
between CMRS provider arid the Company approved by the Commission pursuant to the 
Act; or 2) a terminating traffic agreement between the CMRS provider and the Colnpany 
approved by the Commission. 

7.1.6 The Colnpany shall issue a bill to the CMRS provider based on the best information 
available to the Company including, but not limited to, records or terminating traffic 
created by the Colnpany at its end office or tandem switch. If possible, the CMRS 
provider will provide to the Company billing records in standard industry formats 
regarding calls it originates that terminate on the Company's network. Records will be 
provided at an individual call detail record, if possible, with sufficient information to 
identify the specific date and time of the call, tile call duration, and the originating and 
ter~ninating numbers. If a CMRS provider is unable to provide billing records of the calls 
that it originates to the Company, the Company may use usage reports and/or records 
generated by a third party ILEC whose network is used to transit the traffic as the basis 
for billing the CMRS provider. If the CMRS provider is unable to provide billing 
records, the CMRS provider will have the responsibility of providing, on a quarterly basis 
(or as otherwise agreed to by the Company), a report to the Company providing the 
percentage of the CMRS provider's traffic terminated to the Company that is intraMTA 
or interMTA traffic. T11e report will also detail what percentage of the interMTA traffic 
is intrastate and what percentage is interstate. Such reports shall be based on studies of 
actual traffic originated by the CMRS provider and terminated to the Company. 
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SECTION 7 - MISCELLANEOUS SERVICES, (CONT'D.) 

7.1 Wireless Termination Service, (cont'd.) 

Reports regarding the percentages of intraMTA or interMTA traffic (and the 
intrastate or interstate jurisdiction of interMTA traffic) shall be based on a 
reasonable traffic study conducted by the CMRS providers and available to the 
Company upon request. Such studies shall be conducted no less frequently than 
once each quarter to ensure that the CMRS provider is using an accurate 
intraMTA1interMTA percentage. The CMRS provider shall pay the Company for 
all charges in accordance with the rates set forth in this tariff. Such payments are 
to be received within twenty-one (21) days from the effective date of the billing 
statement. The CMRS provider shall pay a late charge on any undisputed charges 
that are not paid within the twenty-one (21) pay period. The rate of the late 
charge shall be the lesser of 1.5% per month or the maximum amount allowed by 
law. The CMRS provider shall pay the Company the reasonable amount of the 
Company's expenses related to collection of overdue bills, such amounts to 
include reasonable attorney's fees. The CMRS provider will be responsible for 
the accuracy and quality of its data as submitted to the Company. Upon 
reasonable written notice, the Company or its authorized representatives shall 
have the riglit to conduct a review and verification of the CMRS provider to give 
assurances of compliance with the provisions of this tariff. This includes on-site 
verification reviews at the CMRS provider's or vendor locations. The review 
may consist of an examination and verification of data involving records, 
systems, procedures and other information related to the traffic originated by the 
CMRS provider and terminated to the Company. The CMRS provider will 
provide the Company with reasonable access to such information as is necessary 
to determine amounts payable under this tariff. 

If the CMRS provider fails to colnply with any of the terms and conditions of this 
section, including any paylnents to be made by it on the dates and times herein specified, 
the Company, may on five day's written notice by Certified 1J.S. Mail to the CMRS 
provider, refuse additional applications for service andlor refuse to colnplete any pending 
orders for service by the non-complying CMRS provider at ally time thereafter. In the 
case of such discontinuance, all applicable tariff charges shall become due. If the 
Colnpany is unable to effectuate discontinua~ice of service at its own office it may request 
the assistance of other LECs with whorn the Company's network is connected.

7.2 Transit Traffic Service 

Transit Traffic Service is available to Customers for use in terminating Customer's originating 
traffic to a third party carrier's network for termination. Transit Traffic is local traffic originating 
on a Customer's network that is switched and/or transported by Company and delivered to 
another third party carrier's network over Company's local interconnection trunks. The 
Transport and Switching rates listed below will apply for all rninutes of use (MOU) transited by 
Company on behalf of a third party carrier. 

Compal~y rnay require separate trunking for the delivery of such Transit Traffic in order to 
accurately measure and bill it. Company does not have any responsibility to pay any third-party 
carrier charges for termination of Transit Traffic originating from tlie Customer and terminating 
to a third-party carrier. It is Customer's responsibility to enter into arrangements with each tliird 
party carrier for the exchange and termination of Transit Traffic, including any colnpensation 
arrangements. It is t l ~ e  responsibility of Customer to pay termination charges to the third party 
carrier. Notwithstanding any other provision to the contrary, once tlie Transit Traffic volume 
between any tliird party and Company exceeds a DSl equivalent of traffic, Company will no 
longer provide transit service and the respective third party's for which Company is transiting 
traffic must establish a direct interconnection. Company will notify the third party's when the 
traffic volume reaches a DS1 equivalent of traffic. Within sixty (60) days of such notification the 
third party's shall establish a direct ir~terconliection.
