2.14 Returned Check Charge

A fee of twenty dollars ($20.00) will be charged
whenever a check or draft presented for payment for
service is not accepted by the institution on which it
is written.

A reconnection fee of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) per
occurrence will be charged when service is
reestablished for Customers which have been
disconnected due to non-payment. Payment of the
reconnection fee and any other outstanding amounts will
be due in full prior to reconnection of service.

SECTION 3 - DESCRIPTION QOF SERVICE

3.1 Computation of Charges

3.1.1

The total charge for each completed call may
be a variable measured charge dependent on
the duration, distance and time of day of the
call. The total charge for each completed
call may also be a variable measured charge
dependent on the duration and time of day of
the call, i.e. a statewide flat rate per
minute charge. The variable measured charge
is specified as a rate per minute which is
applied to each minute. All calls are
measured in six second increments, with a
thirty second minimum per call. All partial
increments are rounded up to the next whole
increment.

Where mileage bands appear in a rate table,
rates for all calls are based upon the
