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10. RECONNECTION CHARGES '

RESALE OF POWER BY MEMBERS 

All purchased electric service used on the premises of the member shall be 
supplied exclusively by the Cooperative and the member shall not directly 
or indirectly sell, sublet, or otherwise dispose of the electric service or 
any part thereof. 

12, SERVICE CALLS 

If a member or customer makes a request for a service call from the 
Cooperative to do special work on their premises or equipment other than 
the Cooperative's property, a minimum charge of $5.00, plus 10¢ per mile, 
plus the hourly rate of employees applicable at time such request is made , ~ 
(regular or overtime), and be it further known that the Cooperative is not 
liable or responsible in any way for work done on member or customer's 
premises for said service calls. 

13. UNDERGROUND SERVICE 

Underground service to new homes will be furnished by the Cooperative upon 
request provided the owner, at his expense, opens and closes the trench 
from the pole to the point of meter location in accordance with the 
specifications hereinafter set out. Underground services to existing homes 
will be installed under the provisions of this policy. /

All new meters shall be checked for accuracy before installation. The 
Cooperative will, at its own expense, make periodical tests and inspections 
of its meters in order to maintain a high standard of accuracy and to 
conform with the regulations of the Public Service Commission. The Cooperati 
will make additional tests of meters at the request of the member provided 
the member does not request such test more than once in twelve (12) months 
and upon payment of a fee of Four Dollars ($4.00) paid in advance. When the 
test made at the member's request shows that the meter is accurate within 
2% slow or fast, no adjustment will be made to the member's bill and the fee· 
paid will be forfeited to cover cost of requested test. When the test shows 
the meter to be in excess of 2% fast or slow, an adjustment shall be made to 
the member!s bill for a period notto exceed twelve (12) months and the cost 
of testing the meter found to be inaccurate will be borne by the Cooperative 
and the Four Dollars ($4.00) fee paid by the member will be refunded. 

FAILURE OF METER TO REGISTER 

In the event a member's meter should fail to register, the member shall be 
billed from the date of such failure at the average consumption of the member 
based on the three (3) month period immediately preceding the failure. 

17. DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE BY COOPERATIVE 

The Cooperative may refuse to connect or discontinue service to a member for 
the violation of any of its rules and regulations. The Cooperative may dis­
continue service to a member for the theft of current or the appearance of 
current-theft devices on the premises of the member. The discontinuance of 
service by the Cooperative for any cause stated in thi~e does not release
