(d) In cases of mobile home trailers, the consumer will in all cases pay a $5 .00 
membership fee . If consumer does not own property, a $5.00 prepayment in 
addition to the $5.00 membership fee is required. No connect fee is charged 
if it is a new connect. 

Mobile home owners have the option of being supplied a standard 50 amp. plug- WI 

in type service for $30.00, including material and labor. This is being done 
in order to facilitate mobile home owners in a quick hook-up, but this will 
not be done until the $30 is paid . Inspection is required on all wiring 
done by applicant or his electrician. R 

(e) Signs - In cases of sign lighting, if it is an established firm, no deposit 
of any nature will be required except membership fee . 

Only one membership shall be required for each service . The membership fee or 
consumer prepayment shall be refunded if all financial obligations are paid, 
or shall be appl i ed against any unpaid bills of the member at the time service 
is discontinued. This will automatically terminate the membership. 

RIGHT OF ACCESS 

The cooperative's identified employee shall have access to member's premises 
at all reasonable times for the purpose of reading meter, testing, repairing, 
removing, or exchanging any and all equipment belonging to the cooperative . 

11. NOTICE OF TROUBLE

Consumer shall give immediate notice at the office of the cooperative of any 
interruptions, or irregularities , or unsatisfactory service, and of any defects 
known to consumer. Cooperative may at any time it deems necessary, suspend 
supply 'of electrical energy to any consumer or consumers for the purpose of 
m~ing repairs, changes, or improvements upon any part of its system . Coope­
rative shall make reasonable notice of such discontinuance to consumer.

The cooperative will make no charge for connecting service to the member's 
premises for the initial installation of service, or to the member's premises 
if the service to be connected is replacing service which has been destroyed 
by fire. When service has been terminated, or service is transferred to a new 
member, the cooperative's representative shall read the meter at such premises 
and secure the necessary application for service from the new occupant. A 
service char,ge of $2.00 (two dollars) will be made to new occupant . for the recon­
necting or transferring of such service. Serve charge will be due and payable 
at time of connection or transfer, or upon notice of said charge. No meters shall 
be installed or reinstalled after working hours unless in the judgment of the 
Manager there exists circumstances that will justify the additional expense. 

RESALE OF POWER BY MEMBERS 

All purchased electric service used on the premises of the member shall be sup­
plied exclusively by the cooperative and the member shall not directly or indi­
rectly sell, sublet, or otherwise dispose of the electric service or any part 
thereof . 

SERVICE CHARGE 

All service calls made by the cooperative pertaining to the consumer's premises 
- shall be charged at the rate of $2.00 (two dollars) per call. 

16. SERVICE CHARGE FOR TEMPORARY SERVICE 

Consumers requiring temporary service may be- required to pay all costs of con­
necting and disconnecting incidental to the supplying and removing of service. 
In addition to this a deposit will be required to cover estimated consumption 
of electricity. Both fees will be paid in advance. Any balance remaining 
at the end of temporary service shall be refunded. 

Consumers requiring temporary service for new construction T 
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Rural Electrification Aruainistration. This rule does not apply where temporar,y 
service is desired during the construction of any permanent building and 
service is to be of a temporar.y nature only. Any additions or alterations 
to an original wiring job are sub j ect to reinspection. The cooperative has 
the right to disconnect any service that shows a dangerous or unsafe con.,. 
dition which could cause damage to its lines or equipment:, but by any such 
inspection, or failure to inspect or reject any wiring job1 shall not render 
the cooperative liable or responsible for any loss or damage r e sulting from 
defects in the installation, wiring, or appliance 1 or from violation of 
cooperative rules1 or from accidents which may occur upon consumers' premises. 
Before a reconnec·tion is made of premises disconnected for reasons of unsafe 
wiring conditions; a reinspection certificate from the State Electric Bureau 
is required. The terms of the loan contract with REA state that "Borrower 
shall not . s~rve any consumer through the system until the Borrower shall 
have furnished evidence satisfactory to the Administration that such eon-
swner t s premises have been pr operly wired."

UNPAID CHECKS FROM CONSUMERS 

When a check received in payment of a consumer's account is returned unpaid 
by the bank for any reason, the cooperative will notify such consumer by 
letter stating the amount of the check and the reason for its return. 
Returned checks will be considered same as a delinquent account and if pay­
ment in full is not received five days after notice, service to such a 
consumer will be treated in the same manner as described under Rule 24 for 
delinquent accounts.
