APPLICATION

A copy of the rates and standard terms and conditions
under which service is to be rendered to the Customer will
be furnished upon application at the Company's office, and
the Customer may elect upon which teriff his applicetion
shall be based. A wribtten application may be required from
each customer, which application when duly accepbted by the
Company shall constitute the agreement between the Company
and Customer. A copy of the application will be furnished
the Customer upon requeste.

DEPOSIT

A deposit or a suitable guarantee mey be requirsed of
the Customer before service will be supplisde The Compeny
will pay interest on deposits, so made in accordance with
statutory requiremensss The Compeny shall have a reasonable
time in which to read and remove the meters and to ascertein
that the obligations of the Customer have been fully performed
before being requirsd to return any deposite

INSPECTION

The Company will connect its distribubion system to the
wiring of the Customer only when the following conditions are
complied with: (1) After the delivery %o the Company by the
Customer of a certificate of inspection or notice of approval
issued by a duly recognized authority, such as the National
Board of Fire Underwriters or any underwriter's inspection
bureau, or of an inspector delsgated by the municipality,
served by the Thacker Elsctric Light & Power Enbterprise., Inc.,
such certificate being to the effect that the interior wiring
of the premises of the Customsr hes been installed in accor-
dance with the requirements of the National Board of TFirs
Underwriters, or as fixed by the municipality, or (2) In lieu
of inspection certificate the delivery by the Cusbomer to the
Company of an agreement, duly signed by the owner and tenant
of the premises, authorizing the connection to the interior

USE OF ENERGY

It is expressly understood and agreed that elsctric
service furnished to the Customer shall be for his (or their)
own use and may not be remetetbed (sub=metered or resold)
by the Customer to another or other consumers without the
written consent of the Company.

SERVICE CONNECTIONS

When service is to be established the Company will
locate its service comnection and the Customer's wiring
must be brought outside the building wall nearsest the
Company's service wires so as to readily accessible
thereto and in such manner thet all wiring furnished by
the Company will be in plein view from the strset or alleys.
The inside wiring must extend at least eighteen (18") inches:
beyond the building for the Company to attach its wires
thereto.

All connections bebtween the service entrance and the
meter locaobion must be installed in conduit in accordance
with the requirements of the Nationel Electric Code. All
mobers, service connections and other equipment furnished
and installed by the Company on Customer's premises shall
be and remain the Company®s propertye

EXTENSION OF SERVICE

The main transmission lines of the Compeny or branches
thereof, will be extended to such points as provide suf-
ficient load to justify such extensions, or in lisu of
sufficient loed, the Company may require such definite
written guarantees from a Customer or group of Customers,
in addition to any minimum payments required by the tariff
es may be necessary. This requirement may also be made
by covering the repayment, within a reasonable time, of
the cost of tapping such exisitng lines for light or power
service or bothe

COMPANY 'S LIABILITY

legal process, State or Municipal inberferences, bresk-
downs or injury to the maschinery or distribubing lines
of the Company or necessary extraordinary renairs, the
Company shall not be liable for demages on account of such
interruption or failure.

Company will not be liable for damages on account of
death of or injury bo any person or desbruction of or injury
to property arising from or csused by the furnishing of
electric service meintenance of operationiof any wiring, or
sny electrical equipment or fixturs on the Customer's
premises other than damages arising from or caused by the
Company's wilful neglect or default. Customsr shall in-
demnify and hold harmless Company from sny an all such
dameges that is to reimburse Company upon its demand for eny
and such damages that may be recovered of it or that it may
incur or is regquirsd to paye

CUSTOMER®S LIABILITY

In the event of loss or injury of the property of the
Company through misuse by, or the negligence of, the Customer
or the smployees of the same, the cost of the nscessary
ropairs or replacement thersof shall be repaid to the Company
by the Cusbomer,

Customer will be held responsible for tampering, in-
terferring with, or bresking of seals of mebers, or other
eguipment of the Compeny installed on the Customer’'s premises,
and will be held liable for same according to law. The
Customer hereby agrees that no one except the employees of
the Company shall be allowed to make any inbternal or exbternal EF
adjustments of any meter or any other piece of apparstus se
which shall be the property of the Company.

COMPANY 'S AUTHORIZATION FOR INGRESS OR EGRESS

The Company shall have the right at all reasonable
hours to enbter the premises of the Customer for the purpose

RECONNECTION CHARGE

Whenever the supply of electricity is turned off for
violation of rules and regulations, non-payment of bills,
or fraudulent use of electricity, the Company may make a
reconnection charge for restoring the service, payable in
advances

DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE

The Company reserves the right to discontinue service
to any Customer for violation of its rules and regulations
but shell not do so without first heving diligently tried
to induce the Customer to comply with its rules and
regulations. After such effort on the part of the Company,
service will be disconfinued only after at least twenty-four
hours! writbten notice of such intention has been given to
the Customer by the Company, provided, however, that where
fravdulent use of electricity is debected, or where a dan=-
gerous condition is found to exist on the Customer's premises,
the electricity will be cut off without such notice,

Any suspension of serviee shall not terminate the con-
tract, between Company end Customer nor shall it abrogate
any minimum charge which may be effective.
