RULES ARD REGULATIONS

Any customers ultimately connected under this arrangement shall be charged
according to the utility's current approved rates filed with the Public Service
Commission.

For purposes of this provision the term" prospective customer” shall mean any person
firm or corporation which expresses an intent to become an ultimate user or customer
of the utility at the time of the contribution in aid of construction is charged. A subdivider,
developer or contractor is not considered a "prospective customer for purposes of this
section.

8. SEWER EXTENSIONS

Any sewer extensions must be approved by the officers of Kingswood Development,
Inc. and all applicable regulatory agencies.

All authorized sewer extensions shall be installed in accordance with applicable
rules and regulations of the various regulatory agencies having jurisdiction.

All sewer lines shall be located in 10 feet wide easements and such easements
shall be accessible to sanitation maintenance personnel at all times for maintenance
purposes.

All sewer lines extensions, pumping stations and related works shall be constructed
by Kingswood Development, Inc. using the "Open Building" process. Any such work shall
be paid for by the Requesting Person, Corp or Agency.

All construction by Kingswood Development, Inc. shall be inspected by a Kentucky
registered professional engineer. The engineer shall furnish "as built" drawings
and a certification that construction completed in accordance with plans and specs.

9. DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE BY THE UTILITY

The Utility may refuse or terminate service for noncompliance with its tariffed rules
or commission regulations after having made a reasonable effort to obtain customer
compliance. Said customer will be given at least ten (10) days written notice prior to
termination.

If a dangerous condition is found to exist service may be terminated without notice
however, the utility will notify the customer in writing and if possible orally of the reasons
for termination or refusal.
