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WATER SALE AGREEMENT COMMISSION

THIS AGRTEMENT this day made and entered into Ly and
between the City of iMurray, a city and municipality of the third
class duly organized and existing under the statutes of the
Commonweaslth of Kentucky, and hereinafter referred to as the CITY;
and Murray No, 3 Water Nstrict, an indepondent Water District
and agency authorized, organited and now existing as provided by
Chapter 74 of the Kentucky Revised Statutes, here acting by and
through their duly appointed, qualified and. scting Commissioners,
said agency being hereinafter referred to as the WATER DISTRICT;

wherein it is agreed as follows, to-wit:

WITNESSETH:

That, WIEREAS, the CITY now owns, operates and wain-
tains a water system which provides water service for domestic
and commercial use, ss well as fire protection, for rosidents and
property owners of the City of Murray; and that the present and
anticipated future capacity of said water system is and will con-
tinue to be sufficient to furnish, in addition, similar needs of
water service for residents and customers of the WATER DISTRICT;
and, |
I WHEREAS, the WATER DISTRICT has secured certsin loans
and grants from the Pederal Government to finance the construction
of a waterworks and watar distribution system to residents and
ather prospective customers of the WATER DISTRICT, the location
of such WATER DISTRICT and its prospective customers being shown
gonerally by the logal description of the WATER DISTRICT which
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&ourt, seme being attached hereto and identified as Appendix “A";

and potable water upon the terms, rates and conditions as heroin-

after set forth,
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NOW, fHEnRFORH, the parties to this instrument have
agreed and do hereby agree as follows:

1. The WATER DISTRICT agrees to install, wholly
financed from the funds of the WATIP DISTRICT, the water mains
and other water distribution facilities, through and along such
roads, streets and public ways in the WATER DISTRICT as they feel
to be adviénble, the size and length of such mains and pipes to
be substantially in accordance with plans and specifications |
attached hereto and identified as Appendix "B”: which plans and
specifications have heretofore been examined by the CITY and its
Water Suporintendent and found to be acceptable for the purposes
of this agreemont.

2, The WATER DISTRICT agrees to install, wholly
financed from their own funds, fire hydrants connected to the
above water mains: said fire hydrants to be placed and installed
substantielly in accordance with the plans and specifications
attachod hereto and identified as Appendix “B",

3. Thoe WATER DISTRICT aprees to install, wholly
financed fron their own funds, service pipos, water vaults and
meters for each separate customer in the WATER DISTRICT in
accordance with standard practices and standard materials for
‘such installation. Ixcept as noted in the following paragraph,
no service pipe will be installed for a consumer unless his
property abuts on a street or roadway along which the WATER
BISTRICT has installed a water main. Consumers whose property
abuts on the opposite side of the street or roadway from that
along which the water main is installed shall recelive service
from a connection to be extended perpendicularly across the

roadway from the water nain to the consumer's property line, at
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A private imdividual service may be extended to a

- OCT U7 ¥edident or business which does-not abut a water main, or a
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written approval of the consulting engineor to the WATER DISTRICT
or the Chairman of the Board of Commissioners of the WATER
DISTRICT and the Superintendent of the water system for the CITY,

4., The CITY aprces to oxtend the necessary water main
fron {ts existirp termination point located at the intersection
of Doran Road and ¥Xentucky Hirhwey No. 94 in a westerly direction
along Kontucky !lighway No. 94 to the northeast intersection of
the Johnny Pobertson Poad and Kentucky Highway No. 94. Such con-
structod extension will be not less than a six (6) inch water
main, and will be available for the entire distance along the
proposed extension: this latter point being the service connection
poiht to be established to serve the WATER DISTRICT.

S. The WATER DISTRICT agrees to install the necessary
zeters and neter vault‘to accurately measure the water furnished
by the CITY to the distribution system owned and to be operated
by the WATER DISTRICT: this metering device to bo installed at
the service conncction mentioned in Paragraph 4 above,

6. If durineg the period of this contract further
extensions of wator muains or new water meins are desired to be
instelled by the WATER DISTRICT within or without the present
1inits of the WATER DISTRICT, such extensions will be installed
in the same manner and under the samo conditions as set out in
Paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of this agreement.

7. The WATER DISTRICT agrees, during the period of
thig agrecment, to mnaintain all of its mains, pipes, services
and facilities in as good condition as possible, and to keep the
same in at least as comparable condition of repair and operation
as is presently accomplished Ly the CITY in the operation and
functioning of its own plant and equipment,

8. The WATIR DISTRICT, through its Board of Com-
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{ts Water System Suporintendent, will provide and supply to the
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facilities showing the longth, size and location of all water
main fittings, and gate valves and other facilities.

9, All thinpgs to be Jdone or agreed to be done by the
WATER DISTRICT in any spocified section of its District nust be
cﬁmpleted beforo tho TITY will start to supply water to the WATER
DISTRICT'S distribution system for regular service.

10. The CITY agreas to furnish a supply of pure and
potable water to tho WATER DISTRICT through the meters and ser-
vico connection described in Paragraph 5, at rates and time of
paynent to b2 catublished and/or from time to time changed by
agroement; provided, however, that such rates and time of payment
shall never be more unfavorahle for thoe WATER DISTRICT than those
fixed for comparable county custowmers of the CITY for such water,
If, at any time during the terin of this agreement, the WATER
DISTRICT shall fail or refuse to pay tho water rent as herein set
forth or as may be hereafter changed by agroement, or to comply

- with any other provision of this agreoment, within ten (10) days
after the same shall be due or after notice of such breach, the
CITY at its option may refuse to furnish any further supply of
water to the WATER DISTRICT until all back rents or bills are
paid, topether with any and 211 costs or expense which the CITY
shall necessarily incur in turning off and/or turning on said
water supply, or until such breach is remedied.

11. If, at any time durinp the poriod of this agroe-
ment, the CITY may consider that it is unable to furnish water
to consumers in the WATER DISTRICT duo to an emergency or unusual
water demand in the City of Murray, it way discontinue seorvice
during such tomporary perios. The CITY does, however, agree that
in such event or cvents that it will re-establish water service

The WATHR DISTRICT agrees that during the terms of
this contract, or any oxtension or renewal thereof, that it will
not sell water to any of ifs customors at a rate vhich is lower
than thaf boing then chargeld by the CITY to comparablé custoners
from its own systen.

13. The CITY will nake available to the WATER DISTRICT
pure and potable water in such quauntity and at such piassuro as
it may have in its main at the service connection at the time
of use, it being anticipated that under normal operating con-
ditions a flow of at least 225 pallons per minute will be avail-
able at the sorvice connection.

14. Should the whole or any part of the VATER DISTRICT
be anncxed to and become a part of the City of “urray, Kentucky,
all such water nains, cquipment and facilities of the WATER
DISTRICT in the arca so annexed shall thoreby bocome the property
of the City of Murray if, but only 1if:

' (8) If the wholo of the WATER DISTRICT is annexed
to the Tity of 'Murray, there is a valid and binding assumption
by the CITY of all ontstanding dobts of the WATER DISTRICT,
including all of its outstanding revenue bonds;
(h) 1If only a portion or part of the WATER
DISTRICT is annexced, there 1s a valid and binding assumption by
the CITY of that percentage of the outstanding debts of the
WATER DISTRICT, including its outstanding and unpaid revenue
PUBLIC SERVIBGRINS WNich is the same percentage as tho average of the gross
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for the samne periﬁd o{ tinc: with the CITY to install, at its own
expense, any facilitics which may be necessary in order for the
WATER DRISTRICT to serve its remaining area and its remaining
customaers upon terms and conditions not less favorable than those
vhich prevéilcd prior to such partial annexation.

15. The CITY recognizes and understands that the
water mains, installations and facilities of the WATER DISTRICT
will necessarily be financed by the WATER DISTRICT through a
systen of loans and crants from an agency of the Federal Govern-
ment and which will ho paysble solely from the vevenues of its
water operations. In order to give proper assurance to the
Federal Government and holders of any and all such revenue bonds
concerning the furnishing of water under this agreement, the CITY
agreaes that it will continuc to supply pure and potable water to
tho WATER DISTRICT under the terms and provisions as stated herein
for so long as any such loan or bond issue may romain outstanding
and unpaid, subject only to temporary discontinuanco by reason of
the existance of an emergency or of a temporary unusual water
demand in the City of Murray as stated above.

I WITNESS WHUERTOP, the parties to this agrcement have
hereunto set their hands by virtue of authority granted by the
Common Council of the City of urray, and by Resolution of the

Board of Water Commissioners of !furray Mo. 3 Water District, on
