We also request your confirmation that the Agreernent is in full force and 
effect, without default, and that the Assignment will not trigger any breach of the Agreeinent 
or permit you to seelt any remedy against either Charter or NewWave. Further, you agree 
that NewWave, its successors and assigns, may assuine the Agreement and continue malting 
paynients to you according to the original Agreement terms.
